Th arrollton Weekly Democra t and the Ca r-
rollto n Dail y Democrat are nearing one hundred 
years in contin uous operation in disseminati ng news 
to the res idents of this area. The Weekly is a few 
yea s older than The Dai ly , and was first issued 
November 12, 1875. It was on August 7, 1882 that 
Nu mber I, Volume 1 of The Ca rrollton Daily Demo-
ra t was publis hed. A copy of this first edition is 

framed and di plqyed in the office of the present 
edito r, Earl F. Cheesman. This paper was delivered 
to the customer in Ca rroll ton at the rate of I 0 cents 
per week. Both pa pers have been in continuous publi­
cation since their initial appearance. 

The Week ly enjoyed the widest circulation and 
The Da ily fought for survival until its subscription 
Ii t tarted an upward trend in 1930. Since then, and 
during the period of the present employees of the 
ompany, it has reached a ci rculation of 3,000 and 

is con tinu ing to grow. 
A the uccessor to the "Carrollton Journal ," 

whi h in turn had been the "Cottage Visito r" and 
the " Vi ito r", dating back to 1856, the Democrat 
i the olde t paper of Carro ll County. nder its own 
name of "The Carroll ton Democrat' the paper is 
the Ide t continuously pub lished under the same 
name in the county. 

The arro ll ton Dai ly D mocrat is the second 
ldest p per of th coun ty continuou ly published 

under 'ts ame name. Tha t paper was established 
in 1882 with the fi rst issue appearing on Monday, 
Aug ust 7, f that yea r. • 

Alf S. Kie rolf was the editor and Joseph N. Tu ley 
w s the busi ne s manager, and together they we re 
the ow ner and pub lishers of the Carro ll ton Demo­
rat when it first is u was published. 

Mr. Kierol f died in April of the fo llowi ng year 
and Mr. Tuley wa the publ ish r of the paper alone 
until 1877. On September 21 of that yea r, Mr. Tuley 
announced he had taken into partnersh ip the Rev. J. 
B. Jewell , a Met hod ist minister who had been sta-
ioned in Ca rrollton. 

Mr. Tuley was a printer and he turned the edi­
to ri al part of the business over to his new partner 
and the R v. Mr. Jewell was designated as editor. 

Joh n W. Patton was the next man to become as­
sociated wi_th the ownership of the paper. On May 6, 
1882, he purchased Mr. Tuley 's interest , being a 
prin ter of ability, as it was noted . The firm of Jewell 
a n~ Patton continued but for a year. However, it was 
while the e men together guided the publication that 
they fo unded the Carrollton Daily Democrat. 

With the two papers then fun ctioning from the 
/C/h ; same office, Mr. Jewell assumed full control, pur-

4 8 chasing the inte rest of Mr. Patton, on May 4, 1883 . 
Later the same month he took J . E. Hitt of Living-

ston Coun ty as a partner, but they were together fo r 
only a short ti m . 

On April 25, 1884 Mr. Jewell wa a · he pub­
lisher and had f u 1 control of all the to . Soon 
thereafter he took his on, Harry S. Jewell , into the 
firm and gave the son the edito r hip of the two news­
papers . Harry Jewell later became the wn r f the 
Springfcld, Missouri Leader Pre s and publi hcd 
that pap r u til his death. 

Ralph F. Lozier, la ter to become the Con ress­
man fro m thi distric , was the next editor and pub­
lisher of the papers. He purcha ed them f om Jewell 
and Son on February 19, 1893 , selling the fo llowing 
year, on February 23, 1894, to William R. Painter. 
Clay Lozier, a brother of Ra lph F., was the city d1-
tor for Mr. Painter during the fir t year and then 
Will S. Holliday became a partne of r. Painter and 
the two men continued as the owners of the paper, 
with John T. Morri s, a local attorney, holding a 
small sha re of the tock, throughout the next th ree 
decades . 

The stock of John T. Morris was purch sed in 
1928 by Ea rl F. Cheesm.an and later, after the dea h 
of Will S. H Hiday and also of his son, W. S. Holli­
day , Jr ., Mr. Cheesman purchased the Holliday 
interests and wa the partner of Mr. Painter until 
the la tter' death. 

At the death of Mr. Painter, his da ughters, the 
late Mrs. Hud on Cooper of Carroll t n and Mrs. 
Eugene Sali bury of Kan as City, took over his stock 
in the paper and with Mr. Cheesman were the tock­
holde rs of the publishi ng firm known as the Democrat 
Prin ting Com pa n . Mr. Cheesman then beca me the 
editor and publi her of both papers. Upon the dea th 
of Mrs. Cooper, her shares of stock became the 
property of her hei rs. 

Those serving in the news editor depart ment 
during recent years have included Earl F. Cheesman, 
Carl A. Mcinti re, who later became editor of the 
Sunday paper at Jack on, Mississippi , Frank Spencer, 
who later beca me and who is now head of United 
Press Inte rna tio nal in Chicago, William Moore, Li l­
lian Winfrey Nunn, and John Bryden, J r. , the current 
city editor. 

Du ring the regime of the present editor and pub­
lisher, Earl F. Cheesman, the many years have seen 
a vast nu mber of employees come and go but have 
also seen a period of longevity by a few employees 
that would be ha rd to equal by any firm. Incl uded in 
the group that has nearly 200 years of work time is 
Jesse " Spike" Cauth n, Joe Erwin, Harold E. Fin­
ley, Alvin B. Ruff, Dave ampfli and Mrs. Homer 
Earp. Included also in the Ii t of employees at the 
publica tion of this history are Mrs. Dee Warner, 
John Bryden, J r., Gerald Dooley and Harold Hi ll.

house doing much of the work themselves. 
Mr. T. B. Goodson remodeled the house to its present style in 1888 as the date shows above the entrance to tt 

front porch. In 1971 the front porch and up to the look-out balcony and roof were repained and rebuilt by Jen 
Jones using· the old pieces of wood for patterns in restoring. · _ 

The original windows of the 1870 house were 6 over 6 panes. In remodelling in 1~8, all the mullions in tt 
windows were sawed out and large glass used. Upstairs room over kitchen and kitchen windows were left in origin; 

form. The large 5 foot windows in front part were put in during 1888 r:emodeling.

The music room has a converted brass gas light in the ceiling. The zither belonged to Grandfather Schnapp. He 
designed it and had it made in Washington, Mo. 1918. The other musical instruments are ~sed by the 18 year t..ld son, 
Douglas R ioth. 

The living room had the book case added in 1971 with a plate rail from this house turned upside down as a modei­
ing. "Papa's" Chest belonged to. Great, Great Grandfather John Standley who donated 80 acres to the original town of 
Carrollton. 

Dining room was. extended 7 feet in 1888 to make bay area. Fire _place is slate With the top from a side board. 
Kitchen was remodelled in 1941 when Milton Standley was the owner. The Rioths added a divider by the back 

stairs and the shutters. 
The back porch was enclosed in 1971. 
There are many things to be done before the place will meet the R ioths plans. Come back in 3 years.

The Grandfather clock dates back to the early 19th Century. 
The card table was originally owned by a bridge expert. 
The vase on the piano came from Mrs. Magee's paternal ancestors as does the Lui$ Orr etching over the mantle. 
The extensive library. contains many first editions. · 
The andirons were designed by Mr. Wilcoxson. They were made from railroad bumper irons ~nd Civil war cannon 

balls. 

The center shade in the hall is a sign~ Tiffany saved from the original Wifooxson home which burned in 1908. 
The sofa is als0 an Adam design matching the mantel in the living room.· 
The hall is-copied from the Carters Grove home in Virginia. 
The dining_ room rug is an oriental of unusual color. 
The massive furniture was brought from New Orleans by river boat, the lions heads should be given special notice. 

There are several sizes. 
The Chandelier and sidelights in the dining room are sterling silver. The crystal has been handed down in the family. 
The butlers pantry is filled with many examples of famous china. It includes Russian,_ Haviland, Spode, Lemoge, 

Wilton, Bavarian and Czechoslovakian.

Bu t Mr. Hudson was fo r­
tunate in his ancestry, it being generally kno\vn that "blood will tell ," and 
no man ever had a worthier, stronger , more sterl ing father than he, one 
whose schooling in the wo rld's affairs doubtless d id much to fit the subject 
to discharge ably his duties as president of the First National Bank at 
Carrollton. 

William E. Hudson was born March 3, 1863, on a farm in this county, 
the son of Repps B. and Catherine (Orear ) 'Hudson . both natives of Vir­
ginia, from which state the fathe r came to Carroll county, Missouri, about 
1842, locating among the pioneers in Moss Creek townshi p, and th ere fo l­
lowed farming and stock rai sing very success fully until he moved to Car­
rollton in 1877 where he lived until his death . in 1901, a t the age of seventy­
five years. A complete sketch of him appears el'sewhere in thi s work . The 
mother is still living . Five o f their seven child ren survive: Repps B., of 
Carrollton, who operates the old home farm; Mary is the wife of T . B. 
Goodson, of Carrollton ; W. E., of this review; Mrs. Dora Cooper, of Ft. 
Smith, Arkansas; Laura Guitar, of Abeline, Texas: 

W. E. E udson was reared on the home farm, where he worked during 
the summer months and attended the district schools in the w inter time, 
also the public schools at Carrollton and the Jones Commercial School 
at St. Louis, from which he was graduated. On September 12, L881 , he 
entered the Farmers Bank at Norborne, M issou ri , of which his fat her was 
president , and he worked the re for four years as bookkeeper, then fo r four 
years he assisted. his father and brother on the farm in the cattle. business. 
In l 889 he assisted in the organizatio11 of the Fi rst N ationaf Bank of Car-

rollton an <l became its fir st cashi er. He \Vas ass isted in the formation of 
t hi s inst illtti on by James }L CliJ1kscales, who \\·a-s its fir st president and 

whose death occurred in the fall of 1893, an cl in J anuary. i 894,_ Mr. H udson 
was elected president , bei ng only thfrty-one years oL age. al the. time, but 
his splendi<l trai ning had fitle<l him for thi s positi on, the dut ies of which he 
discharged most worthily to the present ti me, hi s judicious management 
resulting in rendering thi s one of the soundest, safest and most popular 

banking in stituti ons in northern Missour i. 
l\T r. Hudson \\·as marri ed on N ovember 7, 1889, to M innie Combs, of 

Lexin gton, Kentucky, a lacly o f cu lture and refin ement and the represent-
tivc o f an excellent old Sou th ern fam ily. Thi s uni on has been gracecl. by 

t he birth of two children : Margaret, who is a studen t at M iss Knox's pri­
vate school, at Brier Cliff Manor, New York, and Leslie C., a student at 

Dr. H olbrook's pr ivate school at O ss ining, New York. 
Mr. ll ud son still l'ngages in fa rming ancl ca ltlc ra ising, devoting 

spc.r ial att enti on to the la tter . l lcls a directo r in the Reggs Wagon Works 
at Kansas Ci ty.

In the early 1800's, pioneers 

mainly from Virginia, the 
Carolinas, Tennessee, Ken­
tucky and Ohio began 
establishing homes and small 
villages along the vast bor­
dering stretches of the Missouri 
river - west from St. Louis. 

Whenever a village came into 
being, one·of the first establish­
ments was a tavern or hotel to 

-accommodate the continuing 
stream of "passers-through" as 
well as the town's local 
citizenry; some perhaps with a 
nagging thirst aud some of 
course seeking overnight rest 
and comfort. 

According to the 1911 History 
a Carroll .ounty , Carrollton'a 
ea rliest and most historit.. 
eatablt.hmenl ol thia nature 
(prior lo the Civil War) was a 
building who1t lcwatlon ht 
presently the home of the First 
National Bank. 

As early u 1834, according to 
the aforementioned history, one 
Edward V. Warren, ci Howan1 
County, erected a log building 
on this lot, . with two rooma 
below and two above and a 
room adj6ining - the logs taken 
prin ipally from the lot itself. 
This house wu occupied as the 
town's hotel for several yean. 

After a few yea rs, but 

previous to 1850, William J . 
Herndon came into possession 
of the hotel, expanded it, and 
had at times as guests such 
famous personages as the 
Honorable Thomas H. Benton 
(for whom Benton Street was 
named), he being at the time a 
U. S. Senator; also U.S. Senator 
D.R. Atchison and their Ex­
cellencies, Governors Edwards 
and King, General Sterling 
Price and of course many 
others of lesser prominence. 

The hotel under the ownership 
of later proprietors, such as 
Judge Arnold and Major DeiAel. 
remained a hotel until 1876, 
when the building was razed 
and the Centennial Building was 
erected. The e ntl'nial Building 
was used as a theatre until the 
building of the Wilcoxson Opera 
House in the 1890's. The present 
l"lnt N Uonnl Runk hulldlnR IH 
essentially the Centenial 
Building remodeled. 

But this article is not con­
cerned ,primarily with this 
somewhat f amoua early day 
hotel building. Our present 
interest has been whetted by the 
final dismemberment ol what, 
to mmit present day middle­
aged and older Carrollton 
citizens, ia a hotel building 
which, withoot question, both in 
oomber of active years and 

pleasant memories surpasses 
by far the old Warren hotel with 
its pioneering notoriety. 

We ref er, of course, to the 
Florence Hotel which, with its 
predecessors at the same 
location, had a starting date 
well in advance of the Civil War 
having been known prior to 1866 
as the Folger House. Dr. Folger 
was Carrollton's first physician 
and surveyor. Folger Street 
bears his name and whether or 
not he held a financial interest 
in the early hotel, the fact 
remai~ that - prior to the Civil 
War- the enterprise bore his 
name. · 

Then in 1866, Marshall R . 
Gittings and his brother , 
Towns nd J . Gittings, pur 
chnsed th f olgcr lo a lion anrl 
e1t.ablished the Gittings HoWJe -
a hotel probably soon becoming 
th<• town' h<>RI M IHH Lnura 
Ray Standl y, urrollton , 
whose great grandfather was 
Benjamin Gittings, a close 
relative ol the new hotel owners 
and himself a onetime resident 
of Carrollton, is authority for 
the information that after a few 
years rl being operated as the 
Gittings House, the name of the 
hotel was changed to the 
Florence Hotel - in honor of 
Townsend Gittings' wife - the 
former Florence A. Shinn. 

The Gittings brothers 

operated this hotel, which 
received its share of patronage 
until the 1880's, when the 
Wilcoxson interests came into 
possession of the property. 
James Marshall WilcoxsSon, a 
lifelong bachelor and at the 
time of the Florence aquisition, 
president of the Banking Ho~e 
of Wilcoxson and Company, 
remodeled the property and 
made it into an establishment 
with few peers of its kind in 
outstate Missouri. The 
W ilcoxsons owned the property 
but never actually operated the 
hotel, leasing it, down through 
the years, to experienced hotel 
operators. 

Then w e. tablishment had 35 
<many mor add d in 1916) 
sleeping rooms, f.ee tur d a hug 
and beautifully appointed lobby 
(for a hotel of its slz ) a bar and 
ltnr~ r shop for Uic:. ronv•~njonc 
of its regular patrons and the 
~blic, a dining room with 
meals of unusual excellence, 
served by male white-jacketed 
career waiters, and downstain 
showrooms where drummen 
could display their wares to 
local mer hanta; an at­
m v op here prevailing 
throoghoot the hotel at all tim~ 
m quiet charm and the good life 
as enjoyed and practiced by 
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peoplP. of good ta ste and 
manners. The tree-surrounded 
edifice was a fitting place for 
peace and restfulness . 

The Florence was an 
establishment the town could 
be, and was, proud of. In the 
1920's and 1930's , I recall the 
many times the large dining 
room became the scene of many 
formal or semi-formal dances , 
the participants dancing to the 
music of the best bands 
available over the state. Dining 
and banqueting at the Florence 
was an event of no small 
significance during those days. 
A professional chef was always 
in charge of the kitchen. 

When the hotel opened under 
the Wilcoxson ownership, an 
invitation was mailed to a 
selected group to help staTt the 
new business ou t in an im­
pressive manne r . That in­
vitation with its program and 
menu would give some idea of 
the opulence of the grand 
opening. It was a full -dress 
affair , the dinner menu con­
sisting of many delica c ies 
usually associated with high 
class easte rn and s outhern 
hotels , a ve ry enjoyable 
program was afforded, and at a 
price, while perhaps considered 
moderate for these inflationary 
times, was - at somewhere 
between $5 .00 to $10.00 a plate -
CO!\Sidered an upper bracket 
figure for the time period. It 
was indeed an elegant grand 
opening. 

During the years of 
Carrollton's street car life. the 
F lorence wa s · actually one 
terminus of the route insofar as 
loading and unloading of 
passengers were concerned . 
James Mars ha ll <Marsh ) 
Wilcoxson during his life look ed 
after the bu ild ing a nd at his 
death the task fe ll lo J ackson 
Wilcoxson his nephew ; then a t 
Jackson's death Mr. Hira m 
Wilcoxson, along with his many 
othe r fn m ily mana ~cnwnt 

a ffa ir s, assumed J a m •s 
Ma rshall 's orig inal hotel 
res ponsibilities . During the 
Wilcoxson ownership the 
operators were responsible for 
the hotel furn ishings. Later 
some of the building's owners 
also owried the furnishings. 

Down through the Wilcoxson 

I 
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aegis, many different lessees 
operated the hotel. I may, 
though uninten tionally, I assure 
you, miss naming one or more 
of th~e opera tors since my own 
knowledge of the hotel dating 
back from 1910 is negligible and 
aft.er 1910 is rather incomplete. 
In HIIO as I remember Mr. and 
Prs . Cassidy were t.he 
oprators; later came Mrs. 
Scearce her son, Lou and his 
sister Mrs . Dinwiddie . The 
Koppenbrinks from Higgins ­
ville ran the hotel for several 
years as did Mr. and Mrs . 
James Taylor and Mr. and Mrs. 
Morgan Fink e. The last 
operators were the McGuire­
Mathis-Francis combine and 
finally Mr. James Blevins. 

The W!'k oxs om; s old thl 
property some years ago to Mr. 
Pet.e Root who in turn sold to 
the M.cGuires a nd they sold the 
hotel to Mr. Blevins , its present 
owner. 

Small town hotels gradually 
gave way to the public ' s 
cha nging mode of life . Motels 
and good roads, a1lowing the 
traveling public to stop over at 
larger places, doomed sma ll 
town hotels . Many of them have 
become rest homes for the 
elderly - some ceased to exist 
altogether, the latter happening 
to be the case with the Florence 
Thus one of Carrollton's oldest 
and proudes t la ndmarks is now 
going through its final life 
struggle. Memories are all that 
will rel11ain of the old building, 
built in its remodeled form 
around the 1880's, plus its ex­
·tens'ion to i:.he west, built around 
1916 ; the ex tension hous ing not 
only hotel sleeping rooms on its 
upper floors but affording office 
and store space on its ground 
noor. 

1 und<' rstand the buildinK will 
be comple tely razed eventually 
and that in time a nother type 
bus iness will replace this 
onetime popula r landma rk . Its 
dt•mist• will nwrk th<' (' n<f of 
Carrollton's oldesl con ti nuous 
one location business .. 
researching this article not only 
by Miss Standley, but also by 
John Hoban, Owen Weaver, 
Mrs. Ann Wilcoxson Jones and 
Mrs. Morgan Finke.

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FIRST BAPTIST 
CHURCH,. . 

BOSWORTH, MO. 
1888-1984 

Travel on the train of memory to the ol d Methodist 
Church that stood on the Union cemetery site. Later 
this chu rch was moved to town to the ground where 
the present Methodist Church now stands. It was in 
thi s ch urch where these brethren first convened. It was 
Aug ust 1, 1888, when the fi rst minutes were record ed 
by E. . Cabbell. The first moderator was Rev. W. D. 
Phitridge. The others attending the fi rst meetin g were: 
Ruth A. Boulware, Louisa Fritz, John L. Huff, Susan 
Sylvester, Mr. Reverson, Wesley Jefferies and Ella 
Jeffries. They adopted "The Articles of Faith and Con­
venant", pub lished by J. Norton Brown , and assumed 
the name of the First Baptist Church of Bosworth, 
Missouri. 

The church was recognized by a council which 
convened at the same place and time according to 
previous appointment. The council was composed of 
the following brethren : E. Ely, Carro llton Church; 
Frank Midyett, Hale Church ; Rev. P. M. Best , Mount 
Zion Church ; H. L. Givens, Big Creek Church; John F. 
Brandon, Wakenda Church, and other brethren from 
neighboring churches. The council was organized by 
the appointment of L.B . Ely; moderator, and J. F. 
Brandon, clerk . After services by Rev. Best, a short 
business session was held . Brother Huff , Jefferies, 
Cabbell and Joh nson were appointed to a build ing 
committee , and they were instructed to secure a lot 
and proceed at once to solicit subscript ions to bu ild a 
house of worship . 

Brother Johnson, Jefferies, and Cabbell were 
appointed delegates to the district association . They 
attended the dist rict associat ion at Coloma in 1888. 
The Bosworth Church was admitted to the association, 
which is now cal led The Carro ll -Sali ne Baptist 
Association of the Southern Baptist Convention . 

Brothe r Joh nson, Jeffe ri es, and Cabbe ll were also 
advised to organ ize a Sunday School with W. T. 
Joh nson as superintendent, and Sister Anna Bryant as 
ass istant supe ri ntendent. E. E. Cabbell was elected 
clerk . The trustees were instructed to pay fo r the 
ch urch lot and rece ive a deed for the same. On motion, 
the chu rch decided to locate the bu ild ing site on 
fractional block 25, purchased by L. V. Ely and the 
building committee from "The Santa Fe Town and 
Land Co." . 

On Septem ber 15, 1888, several were received into 

the church. Some of those were: Mary Crispin from 
Dewitt, A. H. Teeters, A. G. Wack, and Olive Crane. By 
November, 1889, funds had been solicited from 
various associations and from individuals. The church 
authorized the trustees to negotiate a loan of $500 for 
the completion of the house of worship. The loan was 
to be made for a time not to exceed five years. 

In 1894, brothers John M. Crouch, and N. E. 
Calvert were ordained as deacons by Rev. Rice. On 
motion of Brother Crouch, .a resolution of thanks was 
published in the BOSWORTH SENTINEL for the bene­
fit of the Bosworth community. The resolution said , 
"Resolved that the thanks of this church are tendered 
to the citizens of Bosworth, other friends, and brethren 
for assisting us to pay the debt on our church." 

Twenty-six additions were added to the church in 
the next two years . In 1907, electric lights were 
installed in the church . 

In 1908, Brother John M. Crouch was called to his 
eternal home as he was going home from a revival 
meeting at the church . · 

On November 6, 1909, an invitation was extended 
to the members of the Big Creek Church to come and 
unite and worship with the Bosworth church . Many 
did. 

The following deacons were ordained in 1913: 
Hyder Crouch, Will iam Hickerson, Arthur Davis, and 
Reppert Flanagan. 

In 1923, G. W. Huckey came to our church as 
senior ordained deacon. In 1924, the following 
brethren were ordained as deacons; James Smith, Roy 
Culver, and A. A. Davis. 

Brother James Smith was elected moderator of 
our church in 1927, and continued to serve through his 
lifetime. 

In the late 1920's a basement was dug under the 
church and a coal furnace was installed to heat the 
chu rch . 

Carl Rader was pastor during 1931. He gave us our 
silver colletion plates. 

Under the leadership of Rev. Harry A. Rolf, Rev. 
and Mrs. Fishers, evangelists, came and held a revival. 
Fi fty-nine were added to the church with some going 
to other churches. 

Someti me in the 1930's, the church building fund 
was started , which has been a big help in times of need. 

During September, 1935, Rev. L. B. Hargrove and 
Rev. C. C. Esley started a revival on the church lawn in 
a tent. After a few nights, they were invited to use the 
church. There were several additions to the Baptist 
church as wel l as to other churches of the town . 

Rev. Ross Canning was a Hale, Missouri boy. He 
and his wife were interested in missions and with the 
help of the Hale missionary ladies, our missionary 
society was organized. The following officers were 
elected: Mrs. Bessie Grossman, President; Mrs. Willa 
Wilhelm, Vice President; Miss Ethel Smith, Secretary; 
Mrs. Ollie Stice, Treasurer; and Leader I and II, Mrs. 
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Ethel Sipes and Mrs. L. B. Finn . There were twenty-live 
present for our first meeting at Mrs. C. A. Davis' . It was 
a very strong organization for many years. 

In 1938, the church celebrated its fiftieth 
anniversary as a church . The church was more than 
fi lled with members families that came back home. It 
was a happy day for everyone. 

The church, under Rev. W. D. Pennell's ministry 
with Brother Dave Edwards as Sunday school 
superintendent grew, and the basement was enlarged 
and made into classrooms. The furnace was repaired 
and new members were added to the chµrch . 

The exterior of the church was completely 
redecorated in 1950 from a red brick to a grey stone. 

In 1951, the church gave an easement instead of a 
deed to the city of Bosworth to build a water tower on 
chu rch property, and they in turn were to put water in 
the ch urch. Under the guidance of Rev. Lawson, the 
ceiling of the ch urch aud itoriu m was lowered several 
feet, the interior of the church was redecorated , the 
floor refinished, new pews and a pu lpit stand were 
purchased, and a new commu nion table was given to 
the church by Mr. and Mrs. Art Dav is. Later three pulpit 
cha irs were given to the churc h by Mr. and Mrs. Merle 
Stewart as a memorial to their son, Dwyane, who had 
lost his life in an automobi le accident. Mrs. Willa 
Wilhelm gave the small walnut book case that was 
hand made from walnut lumber that grew on their farm. 
The small desk upon which it sets was a memorial to 
Wayne O'Dell who lost his life in an automobile 
accident. 

In 1952, the church started giving a tithe or 10% of 
all money that came in through church offerings, 
unless otherwise designated , to the Cooperative 
program. 

In 1954, Brother Lawson had to resign due to ill 
health . The church did not accept his resignation, but 
retained him as honorary pastor for the rest of his 
lifetime. His wife was also a great help in the 
missionary work. The church also sponsored GA's and 
RA 's. 

A new piano was purchased fo r the church in 1959 
as well as a carpet runner and a carpet for the pulpit 
were installed , the basement was redecorated, and 
kitchen cabinets, a range, and water were installed. A 
new gas furnace was installed in the basement to heat 
both the church audi torium and basement. The 
McFadden family gave a large cash memorial in 
memory of their son and brother, Ralph McFadden to 
help pay fo r the furnace . 

In 1960, the GA leader sponsored a group of GA 
girls and went with other GA I aders and GA girls from 
Carroll County by bus to Memphis, Tennessee to 
attend the f ifti eth anniversary of the GA's organization . 
Many of those GA's are leaders in th ir ch urches today 
and one is a missionary. 

In 1961 , the W. M. U. celebrated its twenty-fifth 
anniversary w ith a program with the Hale ladies as 
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guests. Through the 1960's and until 1976, most of the 
pastors only stayed a short time. Several members 
moved away to serve in other Baptist churches, and 
several older members passed away. Because of a loss 
of membership, the W. M. U. was disbanded in 1968. 

The two stained glass windows of the church were . 
installed in 1970. One was given as a memorial by 
Leonard and Gladys Pemberton for her son, PFC Gary 
Cooper, who lost his life in service to his country in the 
Viet Nam war. The 9ther one was given by W. G. Hiatt, 
as a memorial for his wife and two daughters, who were 
active members of the church . 

In 1976, two new Sunday School classes were 
formed , and a youth choir was formed under the 
leadership of Mrs. Joy Warner and Mrs. Betsy Bennett, 
and the building fund kept growing. Brother Franck 
saw the need for more room and began talking with the 
trustees, William Stice, Earl O'Neil and Amie Hanavan. 
A time was set for a meeting in the basement of the 
church. On a Sunday atternoon, fifteen members met 
to decide whether or not to build . There was a 
unanimous vote to build . Not only was a new 
Educational Building built with a new furnace, kitchen 
cabinets, gas range, a refrigerator and other supplies, 
but a piano was given as a memorial to Mr. and Mrs. 
Ben Wilhelm. A new roof and guttering was also 
installed on the sanctuary. Thanks to the First Baptist 
Church, Carrollton , and many other, money came in as 
memorials to people who had been members and 
worked in the church many years ago. A bu ilding was 
built and paid for in a very short time. In 1980, Brother 
Franck resigned partly due to physical conditions. 

There were several additions made to the church 
in 1981 . A hallway was built connecting the sanctuary 
and the educational building. 

In November, 1983, Brother Bob Tolliver held a 
revival at the church. There have been additions to the 
church and Brother Eson is now serving as pastor 
having been called as full time pastor in January, 1983. 

Mrs. Harold Hosler came and met with a group of 
the Baptist women to help organize a Baptist Women's 
Missionary on December 7, 1983. Nine women were 
present. The W. M. U. women hope to get church 
children involved in Mission Friends, Acteen, and 
GA's. 

The record Sunday School attendance was 120. 
Sixty has been the high attendance for several years. 
Although there are 80 on the Sunday School 
enrollment, church attendance is generally higher 
than Sunday School attendance. 

The educational building and hallway were 
carpeted in July, 1983. There are church services both 
Sunday morn ing and night. Some of the men go 
visiting on Wednesday nights. 

Since 1888, there have been fifty-two pastors 
serving in th is church . The church has ordained 
several past rs. There have been 25 home men 
ordained who have served as deacons in this church 
throuqh the vears. We have no deacons now.

During the decade between 1870 and 1880 a number of 
Lutheran familie settled in Carroll County in the vicinity of 

. llton. As there was at that time no Lutheran Church in 
Ccurollton, they united and formed a temporary organization 
to provide for their spiritual needs. As they were as yet too 
small a number to support a pastor, they called on Pastor F. 
G. Walther of St. John's Lutheran Church, Brunswick to 
preach and minister to them. Later Pastor J. G. Griebel of 
Trinity Lutheran Church, Norborne, and after a short term 
his successor, Pastor G. A. Sondhaus , served the station here 
as much as their time would permit. 

About the year 1880 more Lutheran families were attracted 
by the quality of the land in this area, and finding here the 
nucleus of a church organization, they decided to settle here, 
and bought farms. The number of families now seemed large 
enough to call a pastor of their own. Thus they proceeded to 
call a pastor who could preach to them regularly every 
Sun<lay and look after the Christian education of the children. 

The Rev. H. C. Rohlfing of Gretna, Louis iana was called, 
and was installed on June 12, 1882. It was an occasion of 
great rejoicing, as the little congregation now had a pa tor of 
their wn. 

Charter members of the congregation were Adam Becker, 
Ben Brockmeier, Fred Brockmeier, Conrad Eiserer, Chris 
Gerling, Henry Grawe, Fred Hensiek, William Koenker 
Henry Kuhroethe, Henry Schaeffer, Henry Schnare, Frank 
Scholle, Henry Vogelsmeier, Henry Vogt, and William 
Wiegend. 

ther early families of the congregation were the families 
o, mrad Lueders, Caspar Weber, Ernest Drosselmeier, 
Henry Lindemeyer, William Kuhlman, Henry Mueller, John 
Fischer, John Hartwig, Louis Brunnworth, George Kanke, 
Henry Becker, August Weber, Fredrick Moeller, Herman 
Kaiser, Louis Steffen, Andrew Fischer, Johan Meyer, Carl 
Gerling. These names appear in the church record book in 
the earliest years of the congregation. 

In the fall of 1882 Pastor Rohlfing gathered around him the 
children of the congregation and began teaching a parochial 
school. The curriculum included not only the regular 
e!ementary subjects, but instruction in the Christian faith. 
Th~ congregation worshiped in the Presbyterian Church, 
which was rented for use on Sunday afternoon. 

The work was progressing, well. However, pastor and 
congregation felt the need of a church building of their own, 
and it was decided to build a church. A plot of ground was 
purcha ed n South Folger Street from Mr. Herman David. 
In February. 1883. they b gan constructing the church, and 
on June 3. 1883. this building was dedicated. The church 
served the congregation until Sept mbcr 12. 1926. 

The old church building was a far cry from the b ·autiful. 
modern church we now have. By contrast it was almost 
austere in its simplicity and lack of all except the most 
essential things. 

Approximately seventy feet long and thirty-five feet wide, 
the interior had a high vaulted metal ceiling. The walls were 
wl · plaster with dark wainscoating extending up from the 
tlo -'bout four feet. 

One entered into a rather small vestibule flanked on each 
side by coat rooms, the men's on the north and the women' 
on the south side. Along one wall stood a bench that held a 
water bucket and dipper. 
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Immanuel Lutheran Church in the ear ly 1920's. 

There was a center aisle in the sanctuary leading from the 
double doors of the vestibule to the altar area. On each side 
of the aisle there were rows of very uncomfortable, straight­
backed pews. It was said that they were all hand built by 
members of the congregation. Up until the last years the 
church was in use, the women sat on the south side and the 
men on the north side. No one would have dared to cro s the 
line. A short pew at the rear on the south section was u ed by 
the ladies in caring for their babies. 

At the front of the sanctuary and in the center was the 
pulpit on a rather high pedestal, a round strucutre about 
eight feet above the six inch, raised platform on which it 

tood. A s·hort stairway led up to the pulpit. The white altar 
trimmed with gold, covered by a purple velvet altar cloth 
with a white linen overlay. edged with hand er heted lace. 
was located in front of the raised pulpit. There was a gold 
cro · n the altar. At either side of the altar were two arm 
chair . The baptismal font was to the left of th pulpit. 

Along hoth ~idl' walls thnl' Wl'f'l' n11.:tal bruc.:kct. and 
reflectors holding coal oil lamps. From the ceiling were 
suspended four chandelier with kerosene light , two on each 
side of the center aisle . In later years these were replaced 
with electric lights. In the northwest corner of the sanctuary 
there was a wainscoated enclosure, the vestry or sacristy, 
where Communion supplies were kept, and which also 
served as the pastor's study. 

The floor was bare, unpainted wood, and not until the later 
years was there a runner down the center ai le and on the 
rai ed platform on which the pulpit and altar stood. 

There were two large pot-bellied stoves near the center of 



the anctuary on each side of the aisle. These were partly 
en lo ed b zinc pr tectors. In the winter, only those close to 
the tove felt much warmth. The long stove pipes extending 
high above the pews on both sides led to the two chimneys on 
the we t wall. 

The bell rope was located in the choir loft. The boys of the 
congregation took turns as the bell ringers and also as 
"pumper "for the pipe organ. 

At the rear of the sanctuary there were two stairways 
leading to the organ and choir loft. The one at the outh had 
been hoarc!C'd up al the top. and the steps. left inta t. w re 
oftrn u · 'd by women with "fussy" children. 

The pipe organ wa in the center of the loft and the choir 
bench ' ~ w ' TT to th e s outh of it. A f ·w short benches on the 
north -.idl' were oc ·upi ·d by th· boy~ of th· church, tho~c 
who took turns hand-pumping the organ, and who rang the 
bell. The bell was the ame one we still have in the present 
da church. 

The bale ny extended a few feet over the sanctuary level 
and was supported by several pillars. A dark wooden railing 
edged the balcony. The large round window behind and 
above the pipe organ had glass of several colors--amber, 
blue, and rose. 

The white frame building stood on the north end of the 
church property. Ne t to it. to the south, was the parsonage. 
and outh of the par onage, the school. All the building 
were on a rather high hill. the lot rising high above the street 
and idewalk. All along the frontage there was a tall rock 
retaining v. all, punctuated by three stone stairways--one to 
the church, one to the par onage, and one to the school. 

There w re hitching racks on the north side of the building 
and a horse hed at the rear. Since most of the members lived 

n farm . there were always many buggies. surreys and 
. addled hors to be seen in the hitching lot n Sunday . 

Very few of pre cnt day members rememb r the old 
church. But for those who attended services in that old 
building there will always be fond memories of those days. 
Life during it era wa . along much simpler line . Even in its 
s irnplicit . it was beautiful because it had been built for the 
glor of God. 

Pa~tor Hohlfing' s work of -.ix year~ duration wa~ bl ·sscd 
with great ~uctT~'> . In hi~ obituary, which app ·arcd in Der 
Lufhcrancr 1..m Ma 2 I. 1889, he was charactcriLed by those 
who knew him a a faithful teacher, a thorough preacher, 
light pirited and friendly. a man who won the hearts of his 
people. With deep regret the congregation released him in 
1888. at his request, to accept a call to Trinity Lutheran 
Church, Jefferson City, Missouri. While yet in Carrollton, 
Pa tor Rohlfing began to suffer ill health. He had to take time 
off. His condition only grew worse. He passed away 
December 5. 1888, aft r serving the Jeffer on City 
congregation only a few months. 

On September 8, 1888, J. F. Schmidt, a graduate of 
Concordia Seminary , St. Louis. Mis ouri. became pastor. He 
took up the work where his predece sor had left off; 
preaching the Gospel. and teaching the parochial school for 
fifteen years. In 1903 the congregation decided to call a 
teacher for the s hool. The first teacher was Mr. John 
We inhold l)f Frohna. Missouri. • 

The congregation grew under the leadership of Pa tor 
Schmidt to well over 400 members. In addition to serving the 
Carrollton congregation, Pastor Schmidt regularly served a 

preaching station at Miami Station on Sunday afternoons. 
After his death that ministry was discontinued, and the 
people of Miami Station found their spiritual home at St. 
John's Lutheran Church, Brunswick, Missouri. Pasto 
Schmidt served as pastor until his sudden death on Marc 
25. 1925. after faithfully serving the Carrollton congregation 
for his entire ministry of 37 years. During the last months of 
his life Pastor Schmidt was busy with members of the 
congregation making plans for a new church and other 
extensive improvements of the church property. It was after 
his d ath that these plans wcr br ught to completion. 

The only official record which remains from the period 
1882 to 1923. is the record of baptisms. confirmations, 
w ·ddi11g~. and deaths: and the Communion r' rd . Th 
minutes of co11gr ·gational llll'Clings hav ' be ·n lo~t. 

During thi period the German language was used almost 
exclusively in the homes of members, and in the worship and 
affairs of the church. Only as late as 1918 was the English 
language used to some extent. The earliest minutes of a 
congregational meeting which exist today are dated April 1, 
1923. Minutes from that date through January 8, 1925 are in 
the German language. The minutes of the April 1, 1923 
meeting stipulate that due to the death of Teacher Weinhold, 
who served as secretary and financial secretary of the 
congregation, Pastor Schmidt should serve a secretary, and 
Henry Scholle as financial secretary. Miss Dora Stipp was 
appointed to succeed Mr. Weinhold as organist. In that same 
meeting discus ion wa given to repair of the church 
propertie , which had been put off for some time. Apparently 
thi had been a concern of the congregation for some time. A 
decision was reached to form a committee to canvass thP 
congregation to see how much money could be raised towart 
a new church . 

The minutes of the congregational meeting of May 20, 
1923 carry a report from the committee, that $30, 180 could be 
anticipated from the members toward a new church. The 
minutes of the July 15. 1923 meeting carry a report from Mr. 
Henry Lueders and the pastor, that the cost of a new church 
with furnishings would be $40,000. In thi same meeting it 
was decided to mploy Miss Louise Rowold as organi t. The 
minute~ of the meeting of August 5, 1923 record I hat it was 
firmly decided to build a new church on the present church 
property~ While the congregation was willing to extend itself 
financially for a new church, frugality was still the order of 
the day. An architect from Warrenton, Missouri was to come, 
but wanted reimbursement for travel expenses. An architect 
from Atchison, Kansas was willing to come at his own 
expense. It was decided to invite him. In the September 9, 
1923 meeting Mr. F. H. T. Schaefer and Mr. Braun of 
Atchison, Kansas were hired as architects. In the meeting of 
January 5. 1924, it wa reported that pledges for the new 
church came to $31,418. In a later meeting it was decided to 
try to raise $40,000 in pledges. Minutes of subsequent 
meetings record much discussion about the new church. 
Some favored building the church and a room for the school 
together. Financial matters were also of concern. and those 
members who had given nothing were to be visited an 
admonished. 

The minutes of the April 5, 1925 meeting reveal an 
interesting insight into the method of raising finances at that 
time. The congregation was divided into districts: Western, 
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Sunday morning in the 1920's. Parsonage on the left. 

Southeast, State Road to Creek, Northeast, Northwest. 
Ccr1ain members w re assigned in these districts to collect 
church offerings from members living in those districts. This 
apparently was done several times a year. 

The minutes of the meeting of April 5, 1925 are the first 
minutes recorded in English. Due to the death of Pastor 
Schmidt, Henry Weinhold was appointed secretary. It was 
decided that the reading of the minutes, whether in German 
or English, would be left up to the secretary. All ubsequent 
minutes are recorded in English. 

Pastor Otto F. Graebner of Chattanooga, Tennessee, was 
installed on September 6, 1925. He came to Immanuel 
congregation at a time of great change. He ably led the 
congregation to the completion of a major building program 
begun under Pastor Schmidt. The project was monumental. 
The old church was moved to the back of the church property 
along with parsonage and school. The high hill upon which 
these buildings stood was lowered to four feet above the 
street level. The ground was loosened with dynamite and 
removed to the northwest area of the church property with 
horse drawn slips. A new church was built, and the 
parsonage and school remodeled. The new church was 
dedicated on September 12, 1926. 

Pastor Graebner came also at the time of change from 
German to English in the worship and life of the 
congregation. The minutes of the October 13, 1925 meeting 
record the decision to have English services every other 
Sunday, and evening services to be German and English 
alternately. In 1926 the Lenten services were to be German 
and English alternately. Later on all evening services were 
English, and German services were held once a month. In the 
meeting of April 2, 1933, Sunday evening services were 
discontinu d. In the me ·ting of January 4, 1942, all German 
services were discontinued. In 1942 an evening service with 
Holy Communion was reinstated every other month. 

Pastor Graebner led the congregation in many progressive 
changes in congregational life. The constitution of the 
congregation was updated. A Ladies' Aid Society was formed 
on February 10, 1926. A Sunday-school was organized in 
October of 1926, under the leadership of Mrs. Amanda 
Weinhold, widow of the former teacher, John Weinhold. 
Young peoples groups became a vigorous part of congrega­
tional life. A Men's Club was organized in the mid 1930s. 
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The Lutheran Hymnal, published by the Synod in 1941, was 
introduced for use in the congregation's worship services in 
1942. t 

In addition to serving the Carrollton congregation, Pastor 
Graebner, early in his ministry, assisted in serving a 
preaching station at Hardin, Missouri. Congregation minutes 
reveal that evening services were dropped from time to time, 
so that the pastor could conduct services at Hardin. 

The fiftieth anniversary of the congregation was observed 
in 1932. Pastors participating in the anniversary services 
were Pastor Otto Graebner, Pastor J. H. Ehlers of Norborne, 
Missouri; and Pastor W. G. Schwehn of Hannibal, Missouri. 

Pastor Graebner' s ministry spanned the years of the Great 
Depression, through the decade of the 1930s. These were 
hard years for the people and for the congregation 
financially. Many people were not able to fulfill the pledges 
they had made toward the new church. Minutes of 
congregational meetings during these years repeatedly take 
up the problem of the church debt. Many and various efforts 
were made to raise th ... funds ne dcd . It was not until the mid 
1940s that the debt on the church was finally liquidated. 

During the later years of his ministry, Pastor Graebner 
suffered from ill health. Due to his advancing years and 
declining health, many felt that assistance for the pastor was 
needed. In the meeting of April 1, 1951, it was resolved to 
secure help for the pastor at Communion. 

The minutes of the meeting of July 19, 1953 r ord that the 
Church Council should look into the matter of getting an 
assistant pastor. A survey of the congregation was taken, 
which showed that the membership favored the calling of an 
assistant or associate pastor. In the meeting of January 2, 
1956, a call was extended to Pastor H. W. Kramer of 
Louisville , Kentucky to serve as associate pastor. This call 
was declined. The congregation applied for a candidate from 
the seminary graduating class of 1956, and the congrega­
tion's call was assigned to Mr. George H. Rattelmuller, 
graduate of Concordia Seminary, St. Louis, Missouri. Mr. 
Rattelmuller accepted the call and was installed as associate 
pastor on August 19, 1956. 

The seventh-fifth anniversary of the congregation was 
observed on August 4, 1957. Pastor Otto Graebner was the 
speaker in the morning service, and Pastor E. C. Pardi ck of 
Kansas 'City, Missouri, vice president of the Western 
District, was the speaker in the evening service. 

Pastor Graebner continued to serve the congregation untii 
hi retirement on January 1. 1958; and as pas tor emeritus 
until his death on April 10, 1958. Upon the de th of Pastor 
Graebncr, Pastor Rattelmullcr assumed the full duties of the 
office of the ministry in Immanuel Lutheran Church. 

Pa. tor Ratt Imullcr's mini. try spans the pa. t 26 ,vcars of 
the congregation's history. During thi · tim ·work in several 
areas of congregational life was intensified. 

An evangelism program, known as the ''Sharing Christ 
Plan" was put into effect in 1957, centering in outreach to the 
community especially during the Lenten season. Variations 
of this program were used for a number of years, and at one 
point twenty-five per cent of the communicant membership 
of the congregation took part in this Lenten evangelism 
program. There has been an evangelism program of some 
type in use continually. In the last five or six years the 
Kennedy program of evangelism has been in use, affording a 



year round program of sharing the Gospel in the community. 
An intensive stewardship program, known as the Kurth­

Zehnder Plan, was introduced in 1958 which involved an 
every member visit of the congregation. This program was 
followed for a number of years. With variations, a 
stewardship program has been used each year since then, 
encouraging members in the God-given use of their time, 
talent, and treasure . The past few years a personal interview 
type of program has been used. 

In the area of Christian education, several new agencies 
were added. In 1959 the first Vacation Bible School wash Id, 
and such ;\ srhool has ht·en h ·Id ·uch y ·arsine· th ·11. 111 the 
mid 1960s, a Weekday School of Religion was offered, giving 
religious in truction to children in the fifth and sixth grade; 
prior to confirmation instruction in the s v "' nth and ·ighth 
grades . Jn recent y ars the Weekday School of Religion was 
expanded to include the fourth grade. 

In 1958 the congregation resolved to secure the services of 
a part time secretary. This position has been held by Mrs. 
Alford Knipschild. Mrs. Raymond Grimpo. and Mr . George 
Spofford, who is serving at the present time. Others have 
helped with secretarial work on a limited basis from time to 
time. 

Pastor Rattelmuller was instrumental in reactivating the 
adult choir, and served as choir director for twenty years, 
from 1956 to 1976. During this span of time , he also, from 
time to time, directed a junior choir, made up of high school 
youth and children of the upper elementary grades. 

In 1959 Sunday evening Communion services were made 
monthly, with one Sunday morning Communion service each 
month. 

In ~960 a new constitution was adopted, which retained 
much of the old constitution, but provided for the additional 
boards that have been formed to intensify work in various 
areas of congregation work and life. 

In June, 1966, a ccond ladies' organization was formed to 
give ladies who were employed during the day, and could not 
participate in the Ladies' Aid Society, an 'opportunity to enjoy 
the edification of a ladies' group, and to give of their time 
and service through such a group. This group chose as their 
name, the Immanuel Evening Guild. 

Under the auspices of the congregation's Men's Club, the 
Sunday morning worship service was put on the air over 
radio station, KAOL, Carrollton. The first broadcast was 
April 19, 1959, and the service was broadcast each Sunday 
since then, through December 1981. After a lapse of almost 
seven months, the Men's Club returned the service to the air 
over station KCHI, Chillicothe, Missouri. The first broadcast 
on that station was July 26, 1982. The broadcasting of the 
Sunday morning worship service has been a blessing to many 
sick and shut-in people in this area of Missouri, and an 
outreach with the Gospel to the unchurched of the area. 
Through the years it has been generously supported by 
members of the congregation, and by people from this 
listening area. 

The years after World War II saw a steady growth in the 
number of children for Sunday-school. Space became 
inadequate for this agency of Christian education, and others 
such as the Vacation Bible School. In 1958 plans were begun 
for the construction of an educational building , and four 
years later such a building was constructed, and dedicated on 

April 29, 1962. For twenty years this building has provided 
adequate space for a program of Christian education for 
children, youth and adults; as well as being a facility for 
other groups in the congregation. The lower floor has be1 
useful for large gatherings such as rallies and fellowship 
dinners. 

Through the years many improvements were made on the 
church property. In 1973 the church was air conditioned at a 
cost of $10, 750.00. In 1975 the educational building was air 
conditioned at a cost of $5,295.00. A new Moller pipe organ 
was install din the halcony of the church in 1975, to replace 
the Hinners pipe organ, which was badly in need of repair. 
The cost of the new organ was $23,050.00. 

In 1976 the number f morning Communion services was 
increased from one to two each month, to be held on the 
second and fourth Sundays. The evening Communion service 
on the first Sunday of the month continues to be observed. 

The first parsonage was built on the church property on 
South Folger Street in the early years of the congregation. 
The exact year is unknown. This dwelling served as the 
residence for Pastors Rohlfing, Schmidt and Graebner. 
When Pastor Rattelmuller came to Carrollton, he lived in an 
apartment at 601 N. Folger. After the retirement and death 
of Pastor Graebner, Pastor Rattelmuller lived for a time in 
the parsonage on the church property. When the parsonage 
was razed in 1961 to make way for the new educational 
building, the congregation rented a home at 1102 N. Park as 
the pastor's residence. About a year after Pastor Rattel­
muller's marriage in 1962, the congregation rented a home at 
918 West Tenth Street, to serve as a parsonage. In 1970 the 
congregation purchased a home at 1218 Hillcrest Drive, 
which is presently serving as a parsonage.

In recent years, the Synod began training workers for 
specialized ministries. One such ministry was Director of 
Christian Education, and Director of Youth Ministries. 
Congregations were urged to make use of such ministries to 
strengthen those asp~cts of the church's work. Seeing the 
need to intensify our ministry toward youth, and in the area 
of Christian education; and to free the pastor to concentrate 
more heavily on other aspects of his ministry; the 
congregation studied the matter with the aid of Mr. Harold 
Leimer, Director of Christian Education in the Missouri 
District. A survey of the congregation showed support for 
such a ministry, and in 1976 a Director of Christian Education 
and Youth Ministry was called, with duties also in tbe area of 
music . After calling several times from the field without 
success, the congregation applied for a graduate, and Mr. 
Paul Misterek. graduate of Concordia College, St. Paul, 
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Minnesota, was a signed to our congregation. Mr. Mi terek 
served the congregation for two and one half years. from 
December. 1976 through June 1979. A call for another 

( raduate was made, and Mr. David Bliss. graduate of 
~oncordia Teachers College, Seward, Nebra ka wa a -
signed to our congregation. He served from July. 1979. 
through June, 1980. A call was once again placed for a 
graduate, and Mr. James R. Haack, graduate of Concordia 
College, River Forest, Illinois was assigned to our congrega­
tion. He began his service here in July, 1980, and is serving 
at the present time. All have made distinctive contributions 
to the life and work of our congregation. All have worked in 
the area of evangeli m as well as Christian Education and 
youth. Mr. Mi terek erved a choir director. Mr. Bliss 
served a one of our organi ts. Mr. Haack i serving a · choir 
director and as one of our organi ts. 

The hymnal, "Lutheran Wor hip", published by the 
Synod in 1981 was introduced in 1982. and used for the fir~t 
time or1 August 22. 1982. 

lmmanu ·l Lutheran Church i~ affiliat ·d with The Lutheran 
Church - Missouri S nod. through which it take part in 
training pa tor and t achers, and in sending mi . sionaries to 
many parts of the world. Through the years the congregation 
has grown in its support of synod and mi ions, and th · work 
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of the Mis ouri Di · trict; so that today the congregation is 
aho e the a eragc in its gi ing for these purposes. The 
·ongn.: gation ha~. ovL'r the year~. participated ' l'nL· rou~ly in 
the spe ·ial off rings of the Synod. the la t being Forward in 
Rem mbrance in 1980-81. 

In addition to s rvice in the lo al congregati n. member 
have al o erved the church at large in Di trict ffice . In 
recent years, Clayton Hansel has erved as pre ident of the 
Mi ouri Di trict of the Lutheran Laymen's League, and 
Maurice Burger a trea urer of the Di trict. Mr. Hansel is 
currently erving on the Board of Directors of the Misssouri 
District of the Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod.

Gr undbreaking for the new church was held May 8. 1925. 
Construction was under way in the ummer of 1925, and 
progressed to the point where the cornerstone laying service 
wa held the fall of that same year. Work progressed through 
the winter and following summer, and by September, 1926 
the church was complete. 

Dedication services were held September 12, 1926. 
Members recall that there were many muddy roads that day , 
and muddy church grounds with which t contend. But thi s 
did not dampt 'n the .... pirit of m ·mh ·r~ and friend .<., who 
attended ft c servtc ·~ 011 th· da ol dcd1 cat10n. At IU:JU a . 111 . 
th r was a German scrvic in the sanctuary with Pastor J . 
H. Ehlers of Norborne as peaker. At the same time an 
English service was conducted in the church basement with 
Pastor Alvin Graebner of Salisbury as speaker. At 3:00 
p.m. an English service was held in the sanctuary with Pastor 
John Lindemeyer of Atlantic, Iowa, a native of Carrollton, as 
speaker. At the same time a German service was held in the 
church basement with Pastor Martin Mueller of Forest 
Green, as speaker. At 8:00 p.m. an English service was held 
in the sanctuary with Professor Theodore Graebner of St. 
Louis, a brother of Pastor Otto Graebner, as speaker. The 
ladies of the congregation served a dinner at noon in the old 
church, which at this time occupied a spot to the rear of the 
new church. 

In June of 1926, Henry Scholle, a member of the building 
committee, died and his funeral service was held in the new 
church, although the building was still under construction. 
The first child baptized in the new church was Dorothy Ann 
Schmidt Kuhn. granddaughter of Pastor Schmidt. on October 
31, 1926. The first couple married: Mr. and Mrs. Edwin 
Bultmann, on September 4, 1927. The first confirmation 
cla . s: Robert Bekebrede, Orion Brockmeier. Leona 
Bultmann. tclla Kaiser. Herbert Kru ·c, Mary E. Schnarc, 
and Oscar Wiechert. 

Bids were taken to recondition and move the pipe organ 
from th old church. When this did not prove satisfactory, 
the co11gr ·gatio11 decided to purdia~ · a new pipe orga11 . A 
contract with one organ company failed to materialize, and 
later a contract was made with the Hinners Organ Company. 
The new Hinners pipe organ was first used on June 24, 1928. 
Those who served on the organ committee were Pastor Otto 
Graebner, H. A. Sager, and Henry Weinhold. 

The cost of the new church with furnishings, plus 
remodeling of the parsonage and school, moving, grading 
and paving, came to $49,622. 98. The cost of the new organ 
was $4.151.80. 

The tenth anniversary of the dedication of the new church 
was observed September 13, 1936. Speaker in the morning 
service was Pastor Walter Warneck of Excelsior Springs, 
Missouri . Speaker in the afternoon service was Pastor 
Edward Schmidt of Corder, Missouri. 

In 1975 a new pipe organ, built by the M. P. Moller Organ 
Company of Hagerstown, Maryland, was installed in the 
balcony of the church. 

The fiftieth anniversary of the dedication of the church wa 
ohscrved on S ptc mhcr 12, 1976. The sp aker for the 
morning service and afte rnoon program was The. Rev. Dr. T. 
A. Weinhold of Perryville, Mis ouri , cousin of Teacher John 
Weinhold. long time friend of the congregation, and former 
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pres ident of the Weste rn Di trict of The Lutheran Church -
Mis ouri Synod. 

( The inte ri?r oft~~ ch~rch was renovated_ and redec~rated 
1979-80, m ant1c1patlon of our centennial ce lebration in 

1982 . The plans were drawn and the work wa s done by the 
Studio of Potentc, Kenosha , Wisconsin , a t a cost of 
$59,848.62. The following me mbers served on the Church 
Re novation and Redecorating Committee : Arthur Wiechert, 
chairman; Melvin Davi . Dennis Lueders, Carl Stiek, Jr., 
Mrs . Arthur Borche r. , Sr ., and Mrs. Dale Griffith. 

The church was rededicated to the glory of God and to the 
ministry of Word and sacraments on September 12, 1982, the 
fifty-sixth anniversary of its original dedication; as part of the 
congregation 's centennial celebration. The speaker for the 
morning service was Pastor G. H. Rattelmuller, the present 
pastor. 

For fifty-six years this building has been to the members of 
Immanuel Lutheran congregation, the house of God, where 
the Gospel is proclaimed, and the sacraments are given.

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CARROLL TON POST OFFICE 
The first post office in Carrollton was estab­

lished on the side of a hill at the southwest corner 
of what i now South Kinsey and Ea t Shanklin 
Streets and faced south. It was first used as a dwell­
ing house; one of a few which comprised Carrollton 
at this early date in I 830's and I 840's. After use as 
a home, slave quarters, and a stable, it was reno­
vated and became the first po t office. The exact 
date of the establishment of this post office is not 
known. The mails which came to thi office were ir­
regular and very light. There was but one mail 
route through the county. This was a stage coach 
route from Brunswick via Richmond to Platt burg. 
It topped here to leave mail and the pe pie gathered 
more through curiosity than from expectation of 
hearing from the outside world. The postmaster, 
upon opening the mail bags, would call out the names 
for whom mail had been received, and each would 
step forward to claim his own.

Third Post Office 

The first post office and early dwellings of Car­
rollton were concentrated .around this area on East 
Shanklin. As the town grew, its new business district 
developed to the northwest of this site on the crest 
of the hill which is now the present location of the 
town square. In about 1877, the post office was 
moved to 111 South Main, o that it could more con­
veniently serve the growing business district. 

Some ten or twelve years later, the post office 
was moved to 4 West Benton . Carrollton was grow­
ing and postal bu ines was increasing. A feature 
of this 100 block of West Benton in which the post 
office was located was a sidewalk some three feet 
above the street with steps going down from the 
idewalk at conven ient places. It wa probably made 

this way so horseback riders could dismount easily. 
About l 90Q the o t office was a ain moved to 

20 Sout fi olger. In 1902 the Carrol? uunty our 
ou. e was 6uilt on its present ite, and a town 

square was establi hed. Rural Free Mail Delivery 
was started out of this office on October I, 190 I. 
Nine routes were authorized with an average di -
tance of twenty-five miles: mo tly carried by horse­
drawn vehicle . Isom 0. Roberts carried . R. R. #5 
which went west over what wa known as the ground­
hog road on a bicycle in dry weather. With the ad­
vent of rural free delivery, the post office outgrew 
its facilities for serv ice at this site. All of the post 
office quarters from the beginning through this era 
were leased. 
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DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGIN A L (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

The United States Po!>t Office in Carrollton, Missouri, built from 1910 to 1912, is 
a fine example of the Second Renaissance Revival style in architecture. 

EXTERIOR 

The rectangular building, with full basement,. two stories, and full attic, is 
constructed of regular coursed, smooth cut, Missouri limestone resting upon a 
similarly coursed, smooth cut granite base. The building measures 75 feet in 
length, 52 feet in width, and 26 feet in height from the ground line to the eaves. 
(3900 square feet.) 
A low hipped, red, S-tiled roof with a deep overhang, crowns the building. Four 
rounded dormer windows project from the attic, three to the east and one to the 
south. A masonry chimney, with a copper shield, cricket, and flashing, projects 
from the north portion of the roof. 

The central double doorway on the main (east) facade had a receding round arched 
window above it. The doorway is a contemporary aluminum framed opening, with 
a matching glass transom above. 11 U. S. Post Office" is engraved on the stone en­
tablature above the entrance. Five granite steps provide access to the entrance 
from three sides. The original lighting .fixtures were recently replaced .with 
carriage lanterns affixed to either side of the door. 

Immediately to the left and right of the entrance are two large round arched 
windows. These windows are further divided into a central four-over-four light 
double-hung sash, with two-over-two light double-hung sash windows on either side. 
Fixed eight-light transoms fill the top of each arch. 

Flanking the outer side of the round arch windows are two double-hung six-over-six 
light sash windows, eacr with flat stone pediment~ and single stepped, recessed 
stone sills. Directly above each of these flanking windows are two vertically 
parallel, three light, side-hung casement window~. Below each of the main win­
dows of the east facade, on the ground (basement) level are four hopper type win­
dows, hinged at the bottom to swing in. Metal grills are provided to cover them. 
The round arched attic dormers are wood framed and copper covered with pivot 
operated, arched, nine light casement windows. 

A slightly raised, granite water table CDmpletely encircles the structure. Two 
shallow pilasters, beginning at the water tabl e and ending at the architrave se~­
arate the two flanking windows from the larger round arched windows on the east 
facade. 

Broadly overhanging eaves encircle the entire ~ tructure. The roof was design~d 
to provide drainag~ into leaders concealed within the masonry walls. A new co~oer 
gutter has recently been installed at all four eaves with square, curved copper 
leaders, on the ea5t and west facades, extending from roof to walls and connecting 
to the concealed lPaders. 

--~ 
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The treatment of the frieze on the eastern cornice is the same on all four sides 
of the building, with only minor variations. Mouldings and dentils decorate the 
area where the under portion of the roof and the facade of the building meet. Be­
low the dentils is a recessed stepped band which encircles the whole building. 
This band separates the dentils from a continuous guilloche frieze which also 
surrounds the building. Two parallel-ridged stringcourse mouldings, which encircle 
the building, form the bottom decorative elements of the frieze. Carved paired 
brackets in an A B A A B A pattern are affixed to the underside of the eaves, of 
the east facade. 

The frieze and cornice treatment of the south side is the same as that of the 
east facade except for the A A A A pattern of the paired brackets beneath the 
eaves. Fenestration of the south side consists of a centrally located contemporary 
double door. A large, square, cast iron overhang is suspended above the south en­
tranceway. Leading up to the door is an equal sided trapezoidal staircase with a 
single staircase on either side. Flanking the doorway are two shallow pilasters, 
extending from the water table to the stringcourse. The pilaster on the left (west~ 
side has two narrow window openings, one on the first and second floors. The 
pilaster of the east side of the south wall has two identical sized blind arcades 
instead of windows, on the separat2 floors. Flanking either side of the pilasters 
on thP. first floor level are six-over-six light, double-hung sash windows. 

1· -
On the second floor direc!ly above the double-hung windows and the doorway respec-
tively, are three equal sized, six light, side-hinged casement windows. The sin­
gle dormer window and the three basement windows on the south facade conform in 
style to those on the east facade. Two of the basement windows are located 
below the large sash windows and the third is centered on the trapezoidal stair­
case. 

The west facade consists of a large central lighting area and a delivery entrance 
doorway on the northwest corner. A double-hung Six-over-six sash wi ndow on the 
southwest portion of the facade is identical to those described on t he east 
facade. The doo rway is approximately three feet above the ground and is approached 
by a single stai rcase. The door is of wood and glass with metal ~rill reinforce­
men t at the bottom. A cast iron canopy, less ornate than that on the south wall, 
extends aver the doorway. Above the doorway and the sash window respectively, 
are two, matching, double-framed, side-hinged casement windows with three lights 
in each frame. 

The central lighting section consists of nine sash windows in group s of three. 
Eight of the windows are double-hung, four-over-four sash windows and they f lank, 
four on each side, a double-hung, six-over-six sash window. 
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There are two window openings on the southwest portion of the basement identical 
to the other basement openings. There is also a staircase which leads down to a 
basement door, located at the center of the west wall. 

The west facade frieze and cornice treatment is identical to that of the east 
facade. With the exception of a blind arcade in place of a central doorway, 
the fenestration of the north fucade is identical to that of the south facade. 
There are also three regularly spaced basement windows on the north facade con­
forming in style to the others on the building. 

INTERIOR 

The basement and the first two floors may be similarly characterized as to their 
general layout. All three have a large central working area, utilizing about 
one half the total space available. The area north and south of the central 
section is further subdivided into roughly three sections. 

The basement is now utilized for general storage. A fuel room _in the southwest 
corner, originally for storage of coal, is now used for general storage. A coal 
heating system was converted to gas in 1960. The bathrooms are located in the 
northwest section of the basement. The basement walls average two feet in 
thickness. 

The first floor consists of a main two story public lobby with a single story 
"L" lobby addition, to the south, leading to the postmaster's office in the 
southwest corner. The north side of the floor is divided into smaller work 
rooms. Centrally located and directly west of the main lobby is a large work 
room. 

There are mixed ornamental details throughout the walls in the public lobbies 
and wood screens between the lobbies and workrooms. In the south lobby, a cast 
iron stair with white marble treads. ~ wrought iron balustrade. and carved wood 
railing gives assess to the offices on the second floor. Carved wood writing 
stands dating from the construction of the building are located in both lobbies. 

The second floor is separated into north and south sections, flanking a central 
work area. The south section provides offices for the Red Cross and Selective 
Service. The north section accommodates storage only. A metal ladder in a 
maintenance clos@t on the southeast side provides an entrance to the attic. A 
wood plank allow~ one to walk the length of the attic to the chimney. 

Floors are reinforced concrete on structural steel framing. The floors of the 
public lobbies are finished in white marble te.rrazzo, with verde antique base, 
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The United States Post Office at Carrollton, Missouri is significant as a well­
proportioned example of the early twentieth century revival of Italian Renaissance. 
This example is particularly notable for having been constructed in a central Mis­
souri' town of modest size. By its regularity of form and resolution of detail, 
this small-scale version of early twentieth century monumental architecture 
enhances the positive visual qualities of downtown Carrollton. An estimated 90% 
of the original form and finish of the building and grounds remains intact.l 

The post2office at Carrollton was constructed from 1910 to 1912 at a cost of 
$60,000. The original architectural drawings for the project are labeled James 
Knox Taylor, Su~ervising Architect, Treasury Department, and E. C. Heald, Struc-
tural Engineer. · 

Contractor for construction of the building was Hiram Lloyd Building and Con­
struction Company, St. Louis, Missouri.4 

The property originally belonged to members of the Ray family. On March 26, 1907, 
the property was formally deeded over to the U. S. Government with signatures of 
Roberta F. Ray and six others of the Ray family, two of the ~oat . family and two 
of the Austin family. Cost of the building site was $8,500. The post office at 
Carrollton, which is the seat of Carroll County, has been a first class office 
since the mid 1930s.

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border, and strips. Wood floors and bases cover the offices and workrooms. Cement 
finish is used in the vaults and basement. 

Groin vaulted ceilings are found in the main public lobby only. These ceilings and 
the sidewalls were originally painted to imitate Caen stone. The vaulted ceilings 
and ceilings throughout are now finished with painted smooth plaster. The side­
walls of the public lobbies are finished with paint applied to the regular coursed 
smooth stone, with a Verona marble wainscot. Toilet rooms in the basement have 
painted plastered walls and ceilings, with marble wainscot and marble bordered 
fl oars. 

Steel beams and girders frame the second floor ceiling with wood posts, struts, 
purlins, and rafters above to support the red tile hipped roof and ornamental wood 
cornice. 

The Post Office building is presently jn good condition. Few alterations have 
been made to it other than updating of water pipes, guttering, hardware, lighting 
fixtures, surrounding pavements and parking lot between 1945 and 1950. The furnace 
was converted from coal to gas in 1960, and the entrance doors were replaced in 
1963. 

In 1966 the possibility of enlarging the building was considered in order to 
increase the workroom space and meet the growing community 1 s rising needs for 
more Post Office space. No action was taken. In 1968, the need for a larger 
building was again discussed. This time the construction of a new facility was 
considered. No comments regarding the disposition of the existing structure .have 
been made to date. The building con ti nu es as · an active Past Office faci 1 ity. 

This summary description of the physical appearance of the building is bas ed on 
data included in the field report of architectural consultant, Joseph J. Oshiver, 
A.I.A., June 1969. The report was contracted by the State Historical Survey 
and is filed at its central office, Department of Natural Resources, P. 0. Box

The Kan a Ci ty Power & Light Company pur­

cha ed a 5,625 qua re fo t lot for the Carrollton 
water tower Dece ber I, 1923. 

The Darb rporalion began on tru ti n in 
April, 1924, and completed the waler tower in De­
cember of the same year. The tank which i fabri­
cated of rivet d t el plate in 34 ft. in diameter by 
25 ft. 11 in. high, with a hemi pherical ottom and 
a ft. ri se conica l roof. The tank which has a ca­
pacity of 252 ,000 ga llon is supported on a six col­
umn tower which i 192 ft. 2 in . from the top of the 
foundation to the tank balcony. 

With the overall height of the tower being 224 
ft. , it was the t' !lest water tower ever built: and /rbs: 
today, a far a anyone knows, it is still the ta lles 75 
water tower we t of the Mi sis ippi River. 

The c t of the tower was $21,925.19; howe er, 
the co ncrete foundati on and reta ini ng wall brought 
the tota l co t to $2 ,6 18. 7. A com parab le tank 
would co t over $60,000 today. 

The City purcha ed the water tower and the 
electr ica l di tributi on ystem from the Kansas City 
Power & Light Company aft r the Municipal Light 
and Water System was approved on January 21, 
194 1.

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SAMUEL K. TURNER 

SAMCEL KIRKWOOD TURKER . 

The ubject of this ketch was born in Bedford, Taylor county. Iowa, on 
Friday. June 8, 1866, the youngest child and only son of Joseph Humphrey 
and Cordelia Eglantine \Valker-Markey Turner. At the age of one and one­
half years he was brought to Missouri by hi parents and located in Carroll­
ton. the trip having been made to Hill's Landing by boat from St Joseph. 
which was, at that time. one of the shipping points of Bedford, seventy-five 
miles away. Since December, 1867. he has made Carrollton his home, with 

I q; I 
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the exception of a few months on three different occasions 'when he tried living 
in St. Louis, returning each time from lucrative positions to the -scenes of his 
childhood. 

Joseph Humphrey Turner, or "Capt. Joe," was born in South Scituate, 
Massachusetts, September 26, 183 r. Having been left to his own re ources 
early in life, he was able to avail himself of but a primary education, but being 
a great reader and student he became an exceptionally well posted man. His 
ancestry dates back to the days of the Pilgrim Fathers when Humphrey 
Turner, in the good ship ''Ann," in 1623 landed near Plymouth. This line 
includes heroes of the King Philip war, the Revolution and the war of r8r2. 
He learned the trade of ship carpenter, which he followed until 1856, when he 
came· west and located in Des Moines. Here he remained one year and re­
mov.ed to Bedford, Iowa, where he established the Iowa Sou.th-West, the first 
newspaper published in Taylor county, and entered upon what proved to be 
his life's work. It was here, in 1859, that he was married to Mrs. Cordelia 
Eglantine Walker-Markey, and here he enlisted on Lincoln's first call for 
volunteers in Company F, Twenty-ninth Iowa Volunteer Infantry. He 
served through the war as lieutenant, captain, sergeant major and acting assist­
ant adjutant-general on the staffs of General Solomon and Rice and was hon­
orably discharged August 25, 1865. 

At the close of the war, despairing that. Bedford would ever get a rail ­
road and hearing that the orth Missouri railroad was to be extended through 
Carrollton, fie ~ame here and established the Wakenda Reco~ Those were 
wild and perilous times in Misso~ri and especially so for any one who was 
known to have been in sympathy with the North. The threats and slights 
heaped upon a man who would enter such a community for the purpose of 
establishing a "radical" newspaper can, at this time, be scarcely imagined. 
It was only a few weeks until the newspa·per office was destroyed by nre and 
had it not been that almost on the very day of the fire he had contracted for 
a home in Carrollton it is probable that · he might have gone back to some 
Northern or Eastern state. The question was settled, however, by the fact 
that the combined fortunes of the family (which was by no means large) had 
been invested and the paper was re-established and was continued until 1878 

(63) 
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when it was again destroyed by fire and again re-established as The Carroll 
Record, which he continued until the time of his death, September 26, 1888. 
During a portion of the time he was associated with others in the Record and 
for two brief interval was only remotely connected with it management. but 
the greater part of the time from the foundation of the enterprise until his 
death he wa the moving spirit and the head of the enterprise, ever contending 
for the riaht as he saw it, for the uplift of humanity and for the good of the 
town and county of his adoption. So well did he succeed that before hi 
death he numbered as his best friends some of those who had viewed with the 

professional life and entered the printing office, where he saw he was the mo t 
needed, and took up a· busine s career. In 1887, when he attained his major­
ity, he was taken into the business, which was continued until the death of the 
father, when h ew pap~h ~ms s Id to \¥ . E ant and he enteFe l m r:­

cantiL 5usiness. In a few years he was offered sufficient salary to j us ti fy 
him putting in all his time as superintendent of the water works company, he 
having held this position and devoting a portion of his time to it since the 
death of his father who had been the superintendent under like circumstances. 
As superintendent oJ the :water works com any, the plant was made to grow

Few men in western Missouri are better known than the public-spirited 
citizen whose name introduces this article. He has shown commendable zeal 
in building up, from a modest beginning, large and important business enter-



r 
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pri es, and at the same time, with the interests of hi fellow men at heart. 
has expended a great deal of capital in providing the re idents of hi city, 
and the public in general, with legitimate m~ans of recreation and amu ement. 
In brief, he is a benefactor 0£. his kind, and a uch is eminently wo1ihy of 
the honors he has recei\·ed and of the large place which he hold in the 
c. teem and confidence of the people. 

Daniel Heins \ as born at Cannelton, Perry county, Indiana, :\Iay 3. 
r8s , being a son of Simon and Johanna (Bresler) Heins, both n-;tives of 
Germany. Simon Heins was originally a mechanic, but after locating in 
southern Indiana, in 185 I, he turned his attention to agricultural pur uits.

he reared ht family. He thrice returned to the land of hi birth, aml died 
there on the occasion of his last visit. His wife ubsequently returned to 
Carrollton, Missouri, where her death occurred on January ro.

youth he began buving apples which he hipped to Io\\'a and other tate . and 
in thi way demonstrated the bu ine s capacity which developed in after year . 
nakirig him one of the leading bu iness men of the city in which he re-icle . 
l le learned the machini t and foundry trade, serving fiy~year . At the age 
Jf t\\·enty he tarted a ~mall machine c;:hop _ _i1~ Ca~!ollton. which ha , ~ince 

grown into the mammoth establi hrnent of which he is till the head and 
,·:hich is today one of the lead ing plants of the kind in the western part of 
the state. \\ ithout following in detail · the development of this great and 
cli\·er ified industry from it modest beginning, suffice it to state that the plant 
includes several lines of manufacture, such as gener.al machine and iron work. 
plumbing. heating appliances, in fact, nearly everything in the way of iron 
as applied to general use. The rapid growth and well-nigh unprecedented 
uccess of his important and far-reaching enterpri e led Mr. Heins, in the 

year 1900, to embark in another, though entirely different, line of industry.

Addi­
t ional to this he has eleYen other lakes which afford a1 tip le opportunity to the 

angler. channel cat -weighing twelve and a half potmLis each, bass weighing 
fi,·e and one-half pounds. and other splendid species of the finny tribe hav­

ing been taken from these \\"aters from time to time. .\Ir. Heins has spared 
neither pains nor expense in providing visitors to the l...tkes and park with 

p roper means of pleasure, hav ing put a large number of boats on the water 
an<l erected houses for their storage, and others for the purposes of bathing. 

Some idea of the magnitude of his undertaking may be obtained from the 
fact that the park was laid out on a prairie bare of trees and shrubbery. and 
the lake excavated by a prodigious amount of labo r, Jhe water being sup­
plied by machinery.

GEN. JAMES SHIELDS. 

America, the inspiration and a ylum of the oppressed of all enlightened 
races. has been enriched by millions of the ambitious sons t> f European nations, 
\\·ho gave up their native lands and the tender associations of childhood to be­
rome citi7ens of thi g-reat republic. Among the countless sons of Erin who, 
fleeing from tyranny. left the Emerald Isle to seek their fortune in this land 
of f·-~eclc rn. none achieved greater distinction than James Shields; a famous 
ger~e·--·1 ;n the Mexic1n and Civil wars, a renowned jurist ·and statesman, serv­
ing a ~overnor of one state and as United States senator from three different 
states. ''ho. for many years, maintained his home in Carroll county. He was 
the product of a romantic, turbulent and epoch-making era. 

General Shields was born it=1 county. I~rone. Ireland, M~o _! 8IO. 

When sixteen years of age he landed on American shores, "a youtfi to fo rtune 
and to fame unknown.'' He Feceived little education other than in the school 
of experience, but so successful was he in the preparation for the exalted 
duties of American citizenship that in ten years from the time his feet first 
pressed the soi l qf this land of the free we find him commissioned by the gov-
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in which he won both wounds and renown. Ten ·yea rs later we find him com­
missioned a bri adier- ener:a ·1 ou r: wa-t: ··th Mexico, where he received 
wounc s that would have been fatal to a less valorous spirit and where he won 
renown that is inseparable from the history of that war throughout which his 
brigad~ fought, through the ravines of Ce rro Gordo, through the bloody fields 
of Cherubusco, storming the heights of Chapultepec and finally leading his 
gallant soldiers to the capture of th Mexican capital ·and carrying .the Ameri­
can flag beyond its ramparts a~d planting it safely above the conquered city. 
Fourteen years after the close of the war with Mexico and -the resigning of 
his commission, we find him again commissioned a !_r.i adie r- eneral in the 
United States arm~ i- th ·vil war. About March 16, 1862, he took com­
mand of his division af Paw Paw Tunnel,· Virginia, and upon his arrival the 
army instantly felt the magic of his touch, recognizing · at once the master 
hand, and in less than a week -he was fighting the great Stonewall Jackson, a 
bloody two days battle at Winchester. Early in the engagement General 
Shields was wounded by a bursting shell and carried from the field, but he 
had his forces so well organized and the battle so well planned that his sub­
ordinate officers carried out his plans successfully. This victory of his was 
all the more remarkable because this is the solitary exc~tjon of the Union 
force~_gefrating the redoubtable Southern general, whom many thought in­
vincible. During the first three years of the Civi l war it was an open secret 
that many officers of high rank in the Union army were jealous of any other 
officer whose success called public attention to himself. General Shields was 
early marked for a victim of this jealousy. Immediately after the battle at 
Winchester newspapers called attention to the fact that General Shields had 
added to his military reputation acquired in the Mexican war by the prompt 
defeat of the "Stonewall" of the first Bull Run, and claimed that Shields had 



an age when merit and ability alone could win distinction. He \Vas not a 
mere soldier of fortune and he attained no unmerited honor: being one of the 
heroic figures of his time, fame di<l not come to him unbidden. By indornit­
aule energy and genius he can·ed out his fortune and won a proud place in the 
history of his adopted country. In civic life he attained high honors. In 
}83s_ he \Vas elec_ted state .senator to the Illinois Legis-lature. and lnd as col­
leagues -CinCOin and Douglas; he was elected state auditor o f JllinoiS-in 18397' 
serving two terms; a_Judge of the Illinoi-s-supreme court in r8..d:_.'L having been 
appointed to succeed Stephen A. Douglas; in 1845 ..t1e was appointed by Presi­
dent Polk commi~c;;.ioner of the general lan<l office. pccepting this position that 
he might in some way assist in bringing the emigrants from Europe to the 
vac;;t puLlic lands of the \\'est. He was gove-rnnr~0f Oregon terrfrory lru..8-481 

ha\ ing been appointed by President Pierce; he was clecte<l e nited States- sen­
ator from three states, first . frQm...llE nnis . from December 3-· _L849. to Mar.ch 
3, 1855; from M.innesota from ..May-1 ~- 1858..:> to ~larch 3, 1859· from :Mis­
souri fra:rn J anuary er. r:81<Llo }Tarrh--4 . 1§ 9-a distinction "\\'On by no other 
.\merican citizen. Returning to 11issouri in the seventies. he served in vari­
ous capacities-in the.. LegJs.latw:.e.. and_as a railroad CQmmiss ion~r . besides in 
the capacity of senator. In all these positions of public trust he distinguished 
himself by his depth, wisdom, tact, diplomacy and sturdy honesty, ever vigilant 
of the public's welfare. In an age of greed, graft and selfish ambition no dis­
honest dollar crossed his palm. Though he associated with the great and 
powerful men of the nation and occupied positions in which he might have 
acquired great wealth, yet at the end of a long ·and unselfish public career his 
poverty bore witness of his rugged honesty. As a jurist, he was profoundly 
versed in all phases of jurisprudence, unbiased and fair in his decisions. while 
in private and public Ii fe his integrity, moral, civil and social, was never ques­
tioned. 

The domestic Ii fe of General Shields began on August I 5, n36 I, \\hen 
he was united in marriage with _]v1ary A. Carr . in San Francisco. She was 
the daughter of Jerome and Sarah Carr and was born on August I 5, I 835, in 
county Armagh. J re land. H~_r father !. a linen merchant , J osL his fortu ne by 
signing a friend' ~ note, an9 in o~qer to start over again he came to America. 
settled inBaltimore and died there in 1852, his wife surviving him a year. 
After residing in California for a time, they came to New York by way of the 
Isthmus of Panama. Mrs . Shields, ever on the alert for her husband's wel­
fare. persuaded him to retire to a farm late in Ii fe, hoping that the quiet of 
the country would restore his health after his arduous public duties. He had 
received a large grant of hnd in Minnesota for his services in the war with 
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:\1exico. but the rigors of the north were too severe and he came to Missouri 
and fmally settled at Carrollton, and their splendid farm neat here _was their 
home for some time. Tneir hospitality soon became proverbial and "Shields 

arm" was often the mecca for their many friends who spent much time at 

this beautiful country house. 
The death of General Shields occurred suddenly at Ottumwa, Iowa, on 

June 2, 1879, whither he had gone to deliver a lecture. His remains were 
brought to Carrollton, Missouri, for burial, his funeral being attended by pos-

sibly ten thousand persons. 
After the death of the General, Mrs. Shields continued toJjveJ n Carroll-

ton, educating and caring for her three children. --Par several years c;-he-li\"''' 
in her home on North Main street, and for several years she lived \dth her son.

There was in attendance United States troops, yeterans of both Union ancl 
Confederate armies, as well as distinguished statesmen and high officials of 

the Catholic church. 
Having scaled fame's lofty summit and sounded the depths and shoals of 

honor, life's fitful fever ended, he sleeps wel1. The nation for the aggrandize­
ment and perpetuity of which he shed his blood in two wars gives recognition 
to his merit and deeds of devoted patriotism. A grateful nation h'ls enrolled 
him among her gallant defenders. The Grand Army of the Republic and 
the Loyal Legion are the guardians of his ·stainless honor. And there were 
giants in the days in which he lived. The compeer of Douglas and Rich'.lrcl­
son and Brm~ning and Trumbull, of Logan· and Grimshaw and immortal Lin­
coln, he fitly adorns a pedestal in her majestic pantheon. So long as courage 
is commendable or patriotism a virtue will the memory of Gen. James Shield'>

The demand for wagons was beginning to wane 

in 1910, but America was growing and o wa the 
market for poultry and poultry product . 

Prospects eemed bright for the Chi ago poul­
try and egg dealer who bought a wagon fa tory in 
Carrollton and converted it into a plant to fe d and 
dre s poultry . He was short of operating capita l, 
however, and oon sold th plant to Mr. F. M. 

tam per who had founded F. M. Stamper Company in 
189-2 and owned a number of poultry pro e sing 
plants and buying tations. 0 nder the management 
of the late Howard H. Stamper, the Carrollton plant 
oon became an important part of the Stamper op­

eration . Its facilities included what wa reputed to 
be the largest feeding tation in the wo rld . 

or the next 25 year , the plant wa engaged in 
poultry proce ing feeding poultry for gain , then 
killing, picking and freezing the fowl for shipment. 
The plant al o hipped egg in the hell. In the mid­
thirtie. , the feedin g operation became less important 
and, when the riginal feeding tation wa. destroyed 
by fire in 19_ , 1t was not replaced . 

In 1942 a building program was started to re-
place the original plant. ompleted three ear 
later, it wa con idered the finest poultry and egg 
proce ing plant in the United States and enabled 

arr llton to enter the field of evi cerated poultry 
and frozen egg production. 

During World War II, prod uction f deh drated 
egg for the mili tary became a major part of the 
company' operation, including the arr llton plant. 
A peak capacity of I 0 million egg. per day wa 
achieved, making _ Stamper the country's largest 
producer of dehydrated eggs. 

The need. of our armed forces resulted in 
another far -reaching change in the F. M. Stamper 
C mpan . In 1943, at the reque t of the war depart­
ment, the com pany began producti on of canned

chicken products for field combat ra tions. When the 
war was over, canned chicken specialties were 
marketed to the general public under the Banquet 
label. This marked the company' entry into the 
con umer product bu ine . A few year 
later Stam per made it debut in the frozen fo od fie ld 
wi th the Banq~e Chicken Pie. It gained fa t accept­
ance and wa oon joined by a number of other 
frozen convenience items. 

In 1959 the Carrollton plant which is on the 
same plot of gro und on which the wagon factory stood 
wa converted to the production of frozen dinners. 
It tarted with the Sali bury Steak Dinner and has 
expanded now to produce 23 varietie of Banquet 
froze n pr pared food . , including dinner , cookin' 
bags, ca. erole and buffet upper . 

The plant ha. gone through a great deal of ex­
pansion in order to meet the increasing demand for 
Banquet products. In the fa ll of 1962 the plant added 
an add itional 13.000 feet of floor space to the exist­
in 21,0 0 ·qua re f ~e t. 

In the . pring of 1963, the plant operation was 
placed in peril when an exten ive fire destroyed the 
1962 addition and damaged portion of the original 
building. Within three day , the plant WCl:S back in 
operation and the de troyed property had been re­
constructed within 30 days. 

In the summer of 1963, negotiations started for 
three plots of land which were earmarked for future 
expansion. The Lock Brother sale barn property 
wa the large t of three plots. In order for them to 
move, they had to acquire another site for the sale 
barn. This wa d ne with the cooperation of the Wil­
coxson family , who agreed to sell land for the pres­
ent ale barn. A section of unimproved lano wa also 
owned by Pete Trotter, who wa agreeable and came 
to term with the tamper Company. The third plot 
of land wa a little harder to acquire but Clarence

Clarence Powell has been manager of the Car­
rollton plaf!l since 1938, after previously erving 
the plant in Ma on, Mi lan and Jt>i"fer on City. When 
he fir t came here as managcr. the plant employed 
about one hundred people. After the new plant was 
completed in 1945, the employment level had reached 
one hundred fifty. At the present time, the plant 
employs about 600 people . 

The Carrollton plant ha been fortunate in that 
they have been able to cxpand and make the adjust­
ment necessary to meet the evcr increasing de­
mand for Banquet products.

(Present name United tates Baking Company, a 
subsidiar of The Mareigh t Corp., White Plains, 
New York ) 

Bann r C ndy Com ' ny originat d in the mind 
of Ru ell G. Anderson at the b ginning of World 
W r I I. Since R. G. Ander on had a wide acquaint­
ance among the whol sale and chain tore through­
out the midwe t through over 20 year ' · sale of 
co ki and candy, th idea of manufacturing eemed 
a ound one. 

The re trictio n imposed by World War II made 
the eff on to start a factory next to impossible. The 
idea remained, however, until the um mer f 194 7 
when oppor unity kn eked. 

Many town were vi ited to find a suitable lo­
cation for a pla nt, one likely location turned up 
Carrollton, Mis ouri . Through the efforts of the 
Carrollton Development Company, whose officer 
w rked tirelessly, the building owned by them (Mar-
hall , Duncan, and Rea Grocer Compan ) was e­

.. lected . The officers were Loui Uhrig, Walter Mc­
Guire, Ted Ferguson, Loui Gerli ng, Murray Fell­
er , and Arthur Lueders. 

Banner andy Company was incorporated Jan­
uary 8, 1948, and plans made to install machinery 
and other equipment. A. C. McQui re and H. E. Eich­
man both c ndy makers, were employed and the new 
plant took form. Production of candy began with 
seven employee . 

In mid 1949, the fir m was re-incorporated and 
joined by James R. Anderson, former production 
manager of Zion Baking Industry, Zion, lll inois, and 
hi assi tants, L D. McNiece, and Glen H. Prather, 
sales a ociates of R. G. Anderson.

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GENERAL JAMES SHIELDS. 

General James Shidds, who, from the close of the war until his death 
n Sunday night, June 1st, 1879, was a citizen of this county, w,a.s born in 

County T yrone,Jreland, in the year 1810. His mother was left a'*widow 
w'ith three boys on her hands, and with sufficient means to educate and 
rear them in a respectable manner. The subject of this shetch being 
the eldest, gave early evidence of gr.eat energy and activity . By the 
time he was sixteen years oE age, he had made himself a good Eng­
lish scholar, a good mathematician, and had acquired a fair knowledge of 
the classics and the French language. At that ,age, in 1826, he came to 
America, and in 1832 he emigrated ta the State of Illino~s, and began the 
tudy of the law in Randolph county, where he was iOon admitted to 

pratice, meeting with the success he anticipated. In 1835 or '36, he was 
~lected to the Legislature from his adopted county. Although successful 
in law it did bot fill the am bi ti on of his heart and he chose politics, the 
political field seeming to possess greater charms for h im, and he soon 
became prominent in that role. In "Old Vandalia," then the capital of the 
State, he made the acquaintance of A braham Lincoln, Stephen A. Doug­
las, J. Hardin, Edward Baker, and others who have since figured promi­
nently in the history of the country. In 1840 he was elected S tate Auditor 
nd discharged the duties of that important p6sition with such efficiency 

and success that he was unanimously re-elected by both partie~-Whiga 

and Democrats. A· w-arm friendship sprung up between him and Doug­
las, who, about 'the same time was made secreta r...y· of State. In 1846, he 
was appointed ) udge of the Supreme Court of the State, and, in 1845, 
under the adm¥iistration of President POlk, he was appointed Commis­
.aiooer of the general Land Office. The Mexican war breaking out soon 
after, he offered his ·services to the government, and was assigned to the 
comrnand,uf the Illinois troops as B rigadier-general, 'tis appointment dat­
ing fromt he 1st day of July, 1846. He served under Gen. Taylor on the 
Rio Grande, under Gen. Wood in the campaign against Chihuahua, and 
next under Gen. Scott, when he entered on his campaign in the capture of 
the city of Mexico. At the seige of Vera Cruz he distinguished himself 
for activity, ability and undaunted courage. After the fall of Vera Cruz,

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the army under Scott was obliged to encounter the whole Mexican fore 
at Cerro Gordo, the strongest natural position on the continent. Shields 
was assigned to attack the reserve under the command of Santa Anna in 
person. This attrtck he carried out with such in trepidity and skill, that he 
fairly surprised the Mexican army, and swept them before him, carrying;: 
battery of six pieces at the point of the bayonet. Unfortunately, before this 
battery, he received a wound, deemed at the time mortal; a grape '5hot 
punctured his right lung_, tore through his body, and passed out near fh 
spine. In the otficial di5p°'?tches to the war office, he ·was reported dead. 
To the surprise of everybody, and to the a'stt,ni3hment of the medical stat 
of the army, in ten weeks he was again in the saddle and at the head of his 
command. He entered the valley of Mexico with the army, his brigade 
consisting of the New York volunteers, the Palmetto1' of South Carolina, 
and a battalion of U. S. Marines. The first battle fough t in the valley was 
that of Contreras, where the enemy wfl~ strongly posted within their in­
trenchments. Gen. Persifer Smith was sent against them in the afternoon, 
and Shields was sent to join him at night, and being senior in rank, w 
entitled to take command, but finding that Smith harl made his dispositions 
to make an attack upon the enemy at day-break, and approving of his 
arrangements, he declined to deprive Smith of the honor of the achieve­
ment. He served under him the next morning, and aided him _materially 
in the attack, which was wholly successful. The following day was 
fought the battle of Cherubusco, one of the bloodiest engagements of the 
war. In this fight, Shields was assigned the command of a division, and 
appointed again to attack the Mexican reserve under his old anta~onist 
Santa Anna. This he accomplished with rapidity and fearless audacity, 
and although the enemy were five to one, he carried their position, cap­
tured their artillery, and drove them broken and shattered into tht:: city of 
•Mexico; but this daring exploit cost him the lives of some of his bravest 

·officers and about one third of his entire command. The gallant and noble 
Palmetto regiment lost half its numbe:· in killed and wounded on that 
bloody field. Next succeeded the storrr.ing of Chapultepec. In this 
engagement he was again seriously wounded. H is arm was struck by a 
musket ball, which tearing through, passed out near the elbow .- Regard­
less of the wound he pursued the enemy to the very gates of the M exican 
capital, having his horse shot under him. The capture of the city fol­
lowed, and peace being soon after concluded, he returnerl home to Illinois. 
In 1849, Illinois made him senator of the U nited States, he and Douglas 
being colleagues. He served six years with W t.:bster, Calhoun, Clay, 
Benton and Cass. After his term in the Senate expired he emigrated to 
Minnesota, then a territory , which on being admitted to the Union, 
Shields was chosen one of it-s senators-. The climate of Minnesota proving 
too severe, on his term of Senator expiring. he made a trip to California. 

here-he married. While on the Pacific coast the war of the rebellion 
broke out, and he again offered his services to his adopted country. 
He was again a ppointed Btigadier General and telegraphed. for by the 
War Department, and was assigned to the command of the army of 
\Yestern Virg inia. His desperate struggles in the ShenandoahV alley are 
part of the history of the country and is unnecessary to recount here. He 
is the only officer that ever coped successfully with S~onewall Jackson, 
nd shortly after- his encounter wjth that celebralt!d gencTal he wasTc'l.it\<ed 
rom duty at his own request, and sent to Ca.lifor:nia, where he-rem ~1ned 

until the close of the war. 
In 1-866 he returned to the east and selected Missouri as his home. He 

purchased a farm in Carroll county, near Carrollton and resided upon it in 
peaceful retirement until 1871,__when he was chosen to represent the county 
in the state legislature. At the close of his term he again went into retire­
ment on his farm until the summer of 1S77, when he removed to the city. 
His remarkable lecturing tour of the fall of that year and the Win ter and 
pring of 1878 is scarcely to be n1entioned, althoygh it was more after the 

nature of a triumphal tour of a conquering hero than the fi lling of lecture 
t:ngagements. On the 21st of January, 1879, he was-cho~en by the 
egislature of Missourl..to fill the unexpired · term of L . V . Bogy, in the 
nited States senate, which term expired on the 4th of March, 1879. Thus 

ia briefly giv.en some of the important dates of fhe events in the history of 
this remarkable man-a hero in war, a patriot in peace; a model of true man­
hood; in life he was loved for his virtues, and in death he is mourned by a 
nation, and by none more deeply than those who knew him best. The fol­
lowing lines written by George W. Dunn, of Richmond, on Gov. Preston's 
presentation speech to Gen. Shields, will here form a fitting contribution: 

The fadeless wreath that glory twines 
Around the war-scarred hero's brow, 

Mav well inspire the poet's lines;-
We need a nobler emblem now 

To deck the brow of him who stood 
By our own sons on fields ?f blood. 

We bring one boundless wealth of love 
And tears for those who fighting fell, 

And prayers for blessings from above 
Mor~ precious than our words can tell; 

Love, tears, and prayers, all these we bring, 
We have no richer offering.

Carroll Cooperative Association first the Union 
Oil Co. of K. C., Missouri, dates bac to the '20's 
when Farm Clubs d veloped the idea of cooperative 
handlin of farm supplies. In 930 a service station 
was opened in Carrollton. In 1931 the Calif. U nioti 
Oil Co. threatened suit, so the name was changed to 
Con umers Cooperative Assn. In 1966 it became 
Farmland Indust ries, but the local station retains 
the C.C.A. name. The local board took charge in 
1937 and often used their own money to keep the 
Co-op functioning during the depression. As condi­
tions improved and farmers realized the advantage 
of owning their business, sales increased. 

Moving in 1945, paint and electrical supplies 
were added, in '51 grease and wash rooms, in '57 
L.P. Gas, in '62 station remodeled, and in '65 the 
Farm Tire Truck purchased. All products are 
trictly co-op as the paint and batteries are made 

in K. C. and petroleum products are from their 
refinerie in Kans. and Nebr. Patrons earn a share 
in the business through trade and share in profits. 
Since 1947 Pa tronage Refunds $198,880; Patron's 
Equity $149,908; Net Savings $382,66 l. Tire busi­
ness ha . increa ed from 9 to $25,000 in the past 6 
years. 

The million gal. petroleum award has been won 
for the past 8 yrs. qualifying Harold Cowherd and 
Marvin Collier for tri ps to Florida to inspect ferti­
lizer plants. The Project '67 Plaque for leadership 

and efficiency was recd. The Co-op ha furni hed 
fuel for members in cases of accident and death, 
furnished paint for club houses, allowed use of sta­
tion for 4-H car wash and safety checks.

The subject of thi s sketch rece ived hi s early education in the publ ic 
hools of Ca rrollton. graduating at the age of sixteen. After five years in 
e gene ral merchandise business with his father, he entered the law depart­
ent of \Vashington U ni versity, at St. Louis, from which he received the 
·grees of LLB. He practiced law in Kansas City eight years, having 
irin g that t ime served consecut ively as assistant to the attorney fo r the 
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Rock Island. assistant to the attorney fo r the :\Iissouri Pacific. and as gen­
eral counsel for the :\Ii ssouri & Kansas Telephone Company. which la-;t 
position he resigned to go to Mexico and care for hi s mining interest~. He 
returned from :\Iexico and became associated with th e \\ 'oriel 's Fair in St. 
Louis, first as assistant to the chief of the manufactures department and later 
as the Exposition's commissioner to l\Iexico. It \\'a s he \Yho . on behalf of 
the \ \-orlcl" s Fair officia ls. extended to President Diaz an invitatiun to \-is it 
the exposition, and though General Diaz could not accept personally. \ ' ice­
Presiclent Corral made the visit as the President's representatin. \\.bile in 
~Iexico, President ancl l\Irs. Diaz gave a dinne r in honor of l\Ir. Shanklin at 
the Castle of Chapultepec. Mr. Shanklin has spent a number of years in 
).lexico and speaks Spanish fluently. He has also a good knowledge of 
French . Italian and Portuguese. 

General Shanklin is a Mason. with the distinction of having been made 
a l(night Templar at a younger age than anyone else ever had or eHr ~ince 
has been. At that time he was twenty-one years. three months and se\·enteen 
days old . He i:::. also a thirty-second -degree 1Iason and a Shriner. From 
the time .he was t\\·enty-five years old until he left Kansas City for ~Iexico 
he \\'as sent annually as the Shrine representat ive to the nati onal meeting of 
the order. 

He \\·as appointed American consul-general to Panama. Panama. in 
October, I905. and his services \vere so satisfactory that in December, r908. 
he \\'as promoted to the office of consul-general to Mexico, :Vf exico. 

General Shanklin s on ly brother, Rev. William _ A. S hankl in..:.__.P.__Q .. a 
forceful preacher, an orator. of rare ability and a man of great attainments. is 
now p1~i cl~~t of \.\-esleya_~lege , at I\.Iicldleton. Connecticut. 
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bein_g_ th~first vehicle of the kiml ever brought to Carrollton. He was one of 
the early physicians of the town and practiced his profession for a number 

f years, becoming \Yidely known throughout Carroll and adjoining counties. 
11rs. Shanklin "·as rea red and educated in Carrollton and, v .. ·ith the ex­

ception of about two years, has spent her life in Carroll county. She bore 
her husband three children. \Villiam Arnold. Frances Lockie and Arnold. 

\Vil1iam Arnold Shanklin was born on April 18, 1862, received a classical 
education and after filling a number of positions as pastor of the :viethodist 
church in different parts of the United States, was recently made president 
of \Vesleyan Univ~rsity at 1'4i_dd~_!_own, Connecticut. H is installation as head 
of that well-known institution was made memorable by the presence of a 

number o f distinguished educators and other prominent men, including 
President Taft, Vi"ce-President Shem1an, Secretary Root, to say nothing of 
the large concourse of citizens who helped make the occasion a joyous one. 
Professor Shanklin was president of ·cpper Iowa Universit~t_Fayette for 
some years and prior to accepting that posi tion had been pastor in the Methodist 
Episcop:ll <lenomination. covering a pe riod o f twenty years at Fort Scott. Kan­
sas. Spokane and Seattle, \Vashington , Dnbuque, Iowa, Reading, Pennsyl­
\·ania. He has a national reputation as an educator and mini ster · and is also 
\.\.·idely known as a man of affairs. He married , on October 14, 1891, Elizabeth 
Emm'l Brant, and is the father of five children: Mary Arnold. born at Fort 
Scott, Kansas, October 6, 1892; Edwin, born November 14, I893, died .in in­
fancy: William Arnold. Jr , born at Seattle, Washington, July 16, 1897; 
Frances and . \ nna Brant. t\\'in s, who -.,vere born April l 8, 1900, the former 
dying on the 26th of l\Iay, 1902. 

Frances Lockie Shanklin. the second of the subject 's children, was born 
April 2~. 186-t. married, January II, 1899, Robert Eugene Tommerson and 
departed this life on September 12, r900. This couple had one child, Wesley 
\\'illiam T ommerson, whose birth occurred on the 12th day of April , 1900, 

ancl \Yho has been with the subject and wife ever since his mother's death. 
Mrs . Tommerson was a lady of fine mind and brilliant intellectual attain­
ments. She possessed artistic ·talent of high order and was especially pro­
ficient in drawing and painting in both oil and water colors. 

Arnold Shanklin, the third and youngest of the subject's offspring, was 
born January 29, 1866, and received his preliminary intellectual discipline in 
the public schools of Carrollton . After completing the high school course, he 
entered the law department of Washington University at St. Louis, where he 
was graduated in due time, following ~vhich he practiced law for several 
years at Kansas City and St. Louis. Discontinuing his profession for a 
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time. he devoted several years to the cash registry business, m which he was 
quite successful, after which he eng_aged with the management o~ the \Vorld's 
Fair at St. Louis to assist in the promotion of the enterprise. To enlist the 
interest of Mexico in tl1e p~ject, he was se;rt' to that country by Governor 
Francis and to him fell the honor of personally inviting President Diaz to 
attend the exposition, besides meeting and becoming well acquainted with a 
number of other public men in the Mexican capital. At the conclusion of 
the exposition, he was ape_ointed by President Roosevelt consul_ to Panama, 
where he remained for some time and upon his return was further honored by 
l>cing appointed consul-general to Mexico, which important post he now 
holds. 

Between President Diaz and Mr. Shanklin a wam1, personal friendship 
has long obtained, and from time to time the latter has been the recipient of 
many honors from the :Mexican executive. On July 4, l9ro, he delivered at 
the city of }1exico a patriotic address in Spanish, which was warmly com­
plimented by the President and others of the high officials and which had a 
decided influence in strengthening the ties of friendship between Mexico and 
the United States. Mr. Shanklin is an able lawyert an accomplished diplomat 
and has honored every position with which he has been entrusted since en­
tering pl;Jblic life. He is a splendi d type of American manhood, zealous in 
discharging his duties, earnest and patriotic in upholding the dignity of his 
country and is today among the ablest of our representatives abroad. 

From the foregoing brief sketches, it will be seen that Mr. and Mrs. 
Shanklin have been highly honored in their children and have every reason 
to feel proud of the distinguished records they have made. For much of the 
eminence they have attained they are indebted to them as they early in­
structed them in the \\·ays of correct living, ever held before them noble aims 
and high ideals. and spared no pains in affording them the best educational 
advantages obtainable. They have watched with great interest the careers of 
their two sons and while proud of their continued advancements and of the 
high honors they now enjoy, are pleased with the reflection that they had 
much to do with the forming of their ::haracters and the shaping of their des­
tinies. 

Mr. and Mrs. Shanklin are Baptists, in their religious faith and consis­
tent members of the church of that order in Carrollton. Although past life's 
meridian, they are still active and zealous in their religious duties and enjoy I 
the confidence and esteem of the people of their city. Their long and useful 
lives have been productive of great good and no little honor in the future 
awaits them with abundant and bounteous rewards.

Describe the present and original (if known} physical appearance 

The structure is composed of two buildings which have like architecture. The 
corner building is rectangular in plan with its primary facade at its NE 
corner; the other wraps around it to the SW and has storefront facades on both 
the N and E. · Built in 1904, the bu~ldings are visually tied together by a 
denticulated projecting cornice and stone coping on the tall roof parapet. 
Beneath it is a band of stone which complements the crowning entablature and 
forms a continuous lintel over the 2nd story, one-over-one windows. : These ·bays 
are rectangular in shape, are outlined by brick quoins, and several are grouped 
into pairs. Windows over the N facade storefront now have shutters. A rOC>lded 
stone stringcourse forms a continuous sill and is repeated on the 1st story as 
a beltcourse around the top of the circular masonry bay· at the NE corner. This 
1st story molding corresponds to a corbelled. brick beltcourse over the window 
units and the metal projecting cornice of the entablature over the· 
storefronts •. Ashlar, coursed quarry-faced masonry highlights the NE circular 
bay where there is a double leaf entrance (see photo 4). A stone· lintel ·above, 
which once served as the bank's name plate, is the impost over which a· 
segmental arch springs. Voussoirs are shouldered and extend into the wall 
surface, and the keystone has an ornate elongated console motif. Small 
circular windows flank this arched opening which is filled with an elaborate 
fan pattern grill work. Rectangular windows pierce the wall surface to each 
side of the entrance. Generally the other windows in this 1st story bank 
sectin continue to be accented by quoins. They have large wide arched transoms 
with elongated voussoirs and were originally the wide single sash type, 
however, they have been converted to paired, one-over-one, double hung windows 
which have very heavy stone sills. 

On the E facaqe is a secondary 1st story 1bank entrance which echos the 
architectural details of that level (see 'photo 6). Also on that facade is an 
ornate metal stair which leads to the single. leaf 2nd story ·entrance (see photo 
7) and a basement entrance beneath street level in a basement well area. The N 
and E·storefronts have been altered. Both retain their original metal cornices 
with corner consoles, however, wide wooden pilasters have been added to serve 
as visual supports and therefore obscure the original quoins. The large ... . 
transom areas are filled with vertical wooden panels and accented by uprights, 
painted white, to represent a frieze motif. Single pane windows with new 
brickwork below flank the inset central storefront entrance on the N facade 
(see photo 3). These wide windows extend across all the E stqrefront facade 
(see photo 5). 

:nterior motifs have been alte~ed through t he years. The only elements of any 
integrity which remain include a large bank safe embellished with elaborate 
design and decorative metal, sweeping staircase, both located in :he bank 
section. The wrap-around section is now open space. Above, the 2nd floor was 
di vided into office space with a hallway extending through the bank section.

Statement of Significance (in one paragraph) 

The significance of this building li.es in ·several areas: 1) Historically, the 
building was constructed as the Banking House of Wilcoxson & Company, a firm 
associated with an early, prominent pioneer family of Carroll County and is the 
only commercial building extant which was a part of their commercial affairs, 
2) Economically, this baank was the oldest of 3 financial institutions which 
served the county seat and its environs, an area of heavy commerce and 
transactions, and 3)· Architecturally, the use of stone masonry makes this 
building a key structure located on a ·pivotal corner of the ·square, blends it 
to the County Courthouse - the most· significant structure in the area, and .aids 
in the total impact of this bank building being a fine example of turn-of-the­
century corrmercial architecture. 

Prior to 1820, Caleb W. Wilcoxson moved his family including 5 sons: Hiram, 
Joseph, Jefferson, Harrison, and Jackson from Kentucky to Howard County, 
'(\ssouri. In 1836, Hiram opened one of the 1st stores in the then small 

kllage of Carrollton and the next year he served as trustee when the town 
incorporated. He later sold his store to Harrison and went into the milling 
business. In 1838 Hiram played an instrumental role in the Morman Wars of this 
area. During the Civil War years, he joined his brothers, Jackson and 
Jefferson in California, but returned in 1866 to establish the banking firm of 
Wilcoxson & Company with his brother, Harrison. 

Hiram (1805-1872) had married Sarah Marshall . (1809-1877) .and had . .5 children, 
only 2 of which lived: John I. and James M. These sons continued the family 
farm until their father's death at which time they became identified with the 
bank: James as President and John as Vice-President. John had married (1871) 
Mollie E. Simons and 9 children were born to this union, including a son~ Hiram 
J. (1874-1965) who would later serve the bank as assistant cashier (1900-1913) 
and as cashier (1913-1934). 

Hiram J. attended the Carrollton Public Schools and the Mexico Missouri 
Military Academy. Georgia Eleanore Smith (1876-1928) became his bride in 
903. She attended the Chicago Conservatory of Music, taught in the Carrollton 

school system and was one of the last women to be on the School Board. Four 
children, only 2 of which lived, George H. and Eleanore (Weaver ) were born to 
this union. "Mr. Hiram'', as he was known, (see photo 9) served the comm.mi ty 
as banker, landowner and civic leader, as well as being active in the 
management of the ~ilcoxson Opera House. ':"his large 4 story br~ck structure 
·"'·a3 built between 1893 and 1899 on the w end ofthe South side of the Carrollton 

~uare. It has been razed, making the bank building the only commercial 
'Structure remaining which was associated with this prominent Carroll County 

family (see photo 10). 
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Harrison married Nancy Jane Clinkscales in 1845. A son, Harrison Hiram 
Wilcoxson, (see photo 8) was born in 1871. He attended the Carrollton Public 
Schools and Washington University in St. Louis, and beecame assistant cashier 
for the bank in 1891. Nine years later he was made cashier and in 1913 
replaced James as President, serving the institution until April 24, 1934 when 
the bank was sold to the Carroll County Trust Company. H.H. had married Anna 
Tull Martin in 1893. They had 3 children, Hallie, Jefferson and Anna. 
Instrumental in civic affairs, Harrison H. was President of the Chamber of 
Commerce, served on Governor Elliott W. Majors staff in 1913, in 1917 was a 
delegate to the Missouri Branch of the League of Enforced Peace (later to 
become the League of Nations) and was action in the management of the Wilcoxson 
Opera House. Following the bank's change of ownership, H.H. farmed until his 
death in 1947. Mrs. Anna Wilcoxson died in 1951. 

Economically, the Banking House of Wilcoxson & Company was established on 
November 13, 1866 and "in due time became the largest and most successful 
institution of its kind in the west part of the state, and, as much as any 
other institution, cont~ibuted to the material advancement of the business 
prosperity of the City. Ten years after its founding, the bank was serrving 
Carroll County and Carrollton, a town which had grown to 3,500 citizens and had 
the "reputation of transacting more business for its size than any other place 
in the Stae". The bussiness houses of Carrollton, of which there are a large 
number, aree generall2 founded on ample capital and conducted in an 
enterprising manner". At the time the new building was being construced the 
bank advertised that it was "The Oldest Bank with the Largest Capital of any 
Bank in the County". It had a capital of $200,000.00 and officers were J.M ., 
John I., H.H. and H.J. Wilcoxson. The 2 competitors were the 1st National Bank 
and the Carroll Exchange Bank. It appears obvious from the above quotes that 
the Banking House of Wilcoxson & Company had played an important role to this 
county and had served as a stable financial institution during the growth peiod 
of the area. 

The apparent significance lies in that portion of the building which serrved as 
a bank for both the historical and economic factors. However it should be 
mentioned that during the time the bank was in operation the wrap-around 
section was used as a dry goods or mercantile store. It appears to have been 
operated under several owners which may have included E.H. and Sallie M. 
Quisenberry. The 2nd story space was used for offices. Recent owners included 
the Patterson's who had a clothing store in the wrap-around section. An 
:~surance agency used the bank facility. The structure has been abandoned 
several years, but will be returned to a banking house with work beginning in 
982. It should be noted that the new owner will use both sections of the 1st 

:loor 3nd that rehab work will be sympathetic, following the Department of 
:::::nterior's "Standards for Rehabilitation". 

Arc~itectural significance lies in both its style and its location and :s 
pert~nent to both sections of the building . In 1904 when the bank replaced its 
e2;~ier 3 story structure, which had stood on this same site since c. 
~Q72 , : :t sbviously considered construction materials. The use of stone 
~2~8nry : inks it directly to the most important and i rnpcsing bui~ j :~~ on the 
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square, the Carroll County Courthouse. By placing its entrance at the NE 
corner it took advantage of its pivotal location on the corner of the major 
traffic way as it approaches the square and business district. This circular 
entrance bay accented by stone ashlar masonry and the use of classical motifs 
such as the denticulated cornice and the brick quoins illustrate the new turn­
of-the-century taste in architecture which was rapidly leaving behind the 
decorative Victorian motifs. These clean lines blend with, yet stand out amid 
the numerous Victorian commercial structures remaining about the square today. 
For these reasons, the bank building is a fine example of the Classical trends 
developed at the turn of the century and should be considered significant for 
its architectural merits.

The Carroll County Sheriff's Quarters and Jail, located at the southwest corner of Court­
house Square in Carrollton, Missouri, confonns to a Tin plan and is composed of two 
distinct sections: the sheriff's quart~rs, an historically a'nd architecturally significan 
building which was constructed in 1878, fanning the head of the T, and the modern jail, 
constructed in 1958 to replac~ the 1878 jail which had been located on the same site but 
which h~d . collapsed, fanning the tail of the T to the south. Though these sections are 
truly distinct both temporally and stylistically, they are connected, .as were the sheriff ' 
quarters and the 1878 jail, through openings in the office and kitchen, and they are in 
fact one building (see plan). 

The Carroll County Sheriff's Quarters is a two story ·residence; con.structed of red brick 
1 aid in common bond on a foundation of brick which has been faced .on its exterior with 
montar ·below the limestone water table. The sheriff's quarter,s measure approximately 34 1 

alon9 the_~hre:-b~yed.~or:~~Jaca~e a~d ~8' along. th~ two-ba~e9 east .and west faca~es (see 
plan). The bu1ld1ng 1s capped with a hipped roof of compos1tron -shtngles supporting 
cresting along its ridge line and interrupted by a gabled projection over the central 
projecting bay on the primary (north). facade. The hybrid Neoclassical Revival and Ital­
ianate, bracketed and paneled cornice and pedirrented gable with return are composed of ca~ 
~tal, painted white. Window hoods and lug sills, along with their supporting modillions .

The interior of the sheriff's quarters reveals two rooms on each floor separated by a 
, central hallway •. These rooms have been furnished with paneling, carpeting and new heatin ~ 

and electrical systems, ·but the original woodwork, the pedimented door and window surrount: 
of cypress and the solid walnut ·newel and ·balustrade of the central stairway remain.

Alterations to the Carroll County Sheriff's Quarters and Jail, in addition to those alrea ( 
mentioned, include replacement of the standing seam tin roof wjth the present one of shin ~

The i nte.ri ~·~ · redeco.rati on of the sheriff's {]uarters was completed· a ·few years ago by the 
present sheriff and his wife, and the county has no plans to alter the building or its 
function in the foreseeable future. The new brick jail has been constructed reflecting ·· t 
utilitarian purpose and is of little architectural interest. It measures 41.2' along t he 
east and west and 25.2' along the north and south (see ol an).

Upon receiving the · certificate, 
Sheriff Paul Johnson has tentative 
plans to surround the certificate,. which 
will be displayed on a wall in the 
sheriff's office, with pictures of the 
sherriffs wha;e families have occupied 
the historic building since it was built in 
1878. All such pictures have been ob­
tained save three. One of these three · 
pictures has been located but is 
unavailable for reproduction at this 
time. The other two pictures - those of 
sheriff J. V. Lewis and Sheriff F. M. 
Marshall have never been ·located 

Placing of tills building on the 
National List of Historic Places is the 
second Carrollton edifice to be so 
honored. The local United States Post 
Office received its certificate some 
months ago. Its certificate decorates a 
wall in the office of the present Post­
master, William Bickel. Mr. Bickel also

The act which gained the jail its most notoriety was the hanging of William '

wealthy duo of Linn County livestock rustlers. They were convicted of the 
murder of an accomplice along. with his wife and two children and an at­
tempt to burn their bodies in a strawstack. George escaped jail and was 
never captured. William was hanged April 30, 1896. The case was tried in J ·

$750. Thi s structure's ou ter wa ll s co n isted of two 
ti er of logs six in ches ·1pa rt. The onl y entrance to 
the cell was th ro ueh a gra te made of one- inch quare 
iron bars and located in the floo r of the econd flo or. 

The second jai l built in 1852 had the ce ll s on 
the econd fl oo r and the cells we re built of block 
tone 12 inches thick. Sheet iro n covered the wall s 

and ceilings . 
Frequent esca pes ·of pri oners and unsanitary 

conditions pro mpted the Co unty Court to appropriate 
$1 0,500 for a buildi ng site and co nstruction costs of 
a new ja il which was com pleted in 1878. A part of 
this building was remode led in 1958, and the old ja il 
cells were replaced al this time.

War I. During "Crazy Day" the 
merchants dress in corny, out­
landish costumes, pile bargains 
on the sidewalk outside their 
stores and in general promote a 
carnival atmosphere for shop­
pers. 

Early-<lay merchants and aU 
their customers were definitely 
not "rubes" but Saturday was 
the day when most farm fami­
lies made their weekly visit to 
the county seat. A festive at­
mosphere on that day was the 
custom and the farm people 
seemed to enjoy it. The present 
burlesque of those days is 
equally enjoyed .

Buildings Little Changed 
Most of the store buildings 

around the square facing the 
courthouse and a block or so 
each way, save for face liftings, 
are still the same as they were· 
when the presP.nt courthouse 
was built in 1902. Fire took the 
old Wilcoxson Opera House at 
the southwest corner of the 
square and the Baum and Da­
vid building at the northeast 
corner. Both buildings were re­
placed with more modern 
structures. 

One thing around the square 
that is decidedly dissimilar to, 
say 191~is the vehicular traf­
fic .' Sleek automohiles oi 
various makes. models and 
shapes constant.ly circle the 
square. The stream Of cars, 
almost any week day, seem~ to 
never slacken, as anyone trying 
to back out of a parking slot 
will verify.' How different from 
the traffic of 50 or 60 )'ears ago. 

True, a few automob1Jes of 
early vintage were se~n occa­
sionally on thf' streets m those 
days, their OVI ~ers and drivers 
forming a snrnil group of d~~­
ing and adventuresome citi­
~~ns . Mose of those u1d cars 
were gasoline prope1.JPd. such 
as Stoddard-Daytcn and Pierce­
.Arrow. A few were fleC'trically 
(battery) driven and . at least 
one steamer puffed gently 
around the r.ity. 

'Let's pict1JI'c a typical scene 
around the square during the 
early years cf the century. If 
the day happened to be in the 
summer and on a Saturday, the 
streets and sidewalk& were 
crnwded with vehdes and 
pedestrians. 

Produce Comes lo Market 
Farm hmilies arri·1ed in 

Lown usually nhout 9:30 or 10 :00 
In th • mornin~ . After d~­
positing fresh produce at their 
favorite grocery, the horse or 
team of horst's wn tethered nt 
one of the public hitchracks ?r 
quartered out of tbe weather m 
one of the livery stables. Farm 
horses were a little · skittish in 
town. The strange noises, such 
as automobiles made, and the 
clangil)g and squeaking. of an 
electric street rar as it pro­
gressed across the sq1:1are on it~ 
winding trip from t~e depots, 
did little to calm their nerves. 
A runaway team sometime dur­
ing the day wa,'>n't uncommon. 

By mid-morning the . tow a 
was a beehive of a~yj,_ty. 
Storekeepers " walked to work

and farm vehicles. Mr. Sid Ap­
pleby' s dray wagons were un­
loading their freight ~t the va~­
ious stores. Mr. Will Sturgis 
and his grocery delivery wag­
ons were busily picking up the 
morning's grocery orders from 
the 13 to 15 grocery stores. 

The big ice delivery teams, 
Mr. Ober1ag's beer delivery 
wagons, the laundry ca_rt per­
h11ps Ralph Rice and hts f'.\C~t 
delivery cart, Otto Schmidt s 
telephone repair cart and many 
other commercial vehicles of 
the day all added to the clutter 
and hubbub of a busy Saturday 
morning. The air was tanta~iz­
ing pleasing wi lh many allurm~ 
odora, upeclally those from the 
sidewalk popcorn and peanut 
roamng machines. By noon ev­
eryone was ready for lunch . 

A Variety of Lunche~ 
Some farm people brought 

their lunch with them ; others 
munched cheese and crackers 
in a grocery while many unen­
cumbered fellows partook of a 
sandwich at Dad Offit's or 
Shorty Baldwin's lunch stand. 
Some even gave the free lunch 
at the saloons a working over. 
Many visitors, however, took 
their families to Jackson's res­
taurant for the day's eating 
highlight. Mr. and Mrs. Jack­
son were Negroes and hired Ne­
gro help. The Jacksons operat­
ed one of the best restaurants 
in that part of the state and 
drew patrons from far and 
near. Food was served famil y 
style by white-jacketed men 
waiters. 

Street crowds were fairly or­
derly during the day but fre­
quently a visiting farm hand or 
a local ."goodtime Charlie" 
some tim rlurin~ th rlay 
wc>uld g t n lilll•· l.oo much of 
the up that chePt ~ but alas also 
blears.

His Life Never Dull 
The county sheriff, the town 

marshal and the night police­
man along with a part-time 
sheriff's deputy constituted 
about the entire law enforce­
ment team. Automobiles now 
have complicated the law en­
forcer.tent picture and many 
more peace officers are need­
ed. Even in those days, howev­
er, problems were present. An 
ocrn ~~ ionnl m11rd< r. misr"llnnc­
ous thefts and quarr~ls kept an 
officer's life anything but dull. 

In the afternoon while the 
women folks shoprwd the milli­
nery and dre~s shops and the 
young people, sh:vly in some 
cases, holdly in oth rs , got to­
gether socially, the men talked 
farming, visiting over a soft 
drink and many timeAia drink 
not so soft. Some days, free en­
tertainment of a sort was 
furnished on the courthouse 
walk by a traveling group of 
ballad singers with appropriate 
accompaniment. If a member 

of the group was blind tor al­
legedly so) contributions came 
all the easi~r. 

Perhaps the afternoon's rou­
tine might be broken by a long 
mournful blast of the steam 
whistle at the waterworks signi­
fying a fire somewhere in town. 
The long blast was followed by 
a number of short ones which 
denoted the ward where the fire 
was supposed to be raging. 

Show by Fire Wagons 
Before the whistle had 

ceased, people were rushing 
toward the fire barn. They wer­
en't interested so much in the 
fire as they v.:ere ig ~eein~ the 
fire wagon driver tinng his ve­
hicle, pulled by the two city­
trained firehorses , out of the 
barn and with hell clanging and 
sparks flying head them in a

much as we youngsters envied 
the driver his job.

Then, along in the late after· 
noon, it came time for most of 
the farm families to start 
home. The surrey, buggy, wa~· 
on or whatever conveyance the 
group had arrived in was 
brought to the grocery store to 
load the week's supply of sta· 
ples-probably a 50 pound sack 
of locally milled Queen of the 
Southwest or Rose of Carroll 
flour, a pound or two of Peaber· 
ry coffee. sugar, salt and other 
items not produced on the 
farm . The grocer balanced the 
purchases against credit for the 
produce brought to town and a 
settlement was made. 

Many of the younger sports 
f'tayed on int.o the evening to 
enjoy themselves bowling, play· 
ing pool <1n<i occ~sionally visit· 
ing a saloon. Some families 
stayed to enjoy t.he JAtest play 
at the Wilcoxson opera house. 
Stores stayed open until nearly 
midnight and the overworked 
merchants had some legitimate 
excuse for arriving late at 
church services the next day.

When white men first explored 
what is now Carroll County, 
they found a stream named by 
the Indians "the W akendah or 
Wyaconda,,. The stream still 
bears the slightly modified 
name of Wakenda. 
Then, in 1804, Lewis and Clark 

started their historic explor­
ation of the Missouri River from 
its mouth near St. Louis to its 
headwaters. Their journals 
make note of a "White rock", 
one of many landmarks noted; 
this particular one s voral 
mil w ·tor th 111 ull1 of lrnltu..I 
River. 
This "White Rock" was to 

become the Carroll County 
White Rock Quarry in Miami 
Township. It is pictured here 
in operation. The stone was 

good grade of sandstone and

and the Canon County Court 
House, to name a few of its 
larger uses. 
The quarry was operated from 

about 1840 until the early years 
of the present century, when for 
a variety of reasons it was 
abandoned. 

During the depression years 
of the 1920's and 1930's, the 
quarry was reopened by tl1e 
Government. Thousands of tons 

of stone were quarried and used 
in revetment work in stabili-
1. Ing th wnyw trcl MIRR0111· i 

Hlver. 
Aided by dams on the upper 

Missouri and by the govern­
ment's revetment work using 
dikes and stone from this quarry 
(and otllers) in holding down 
sandbar willow mattresses, the 
Missouri has become almost 
tame. 

This doesn't mean that with 
enough rainfall, the river won't 
rampage agatn. However, many 

a bottomland farmer can be 
thankful that old White Rock and 
strategically placed willow 
mats have heli>ed save many a 
crop and also helped save many 
an acre of his alluvial soil 
being washed downstream. 
As w_ith most all pioneer 

adventures. or projects, whiskey 
pl~s a part (even at times a 
nefarious one). The Whiten ock 
adventure was not without uch 
complications. 
History tells tllat when in 1804, 

I. wiR nn<I ('lnrl we rn 011 Iii ;ir 
Mlssourl H Iver ex-pediti n, lhe.v 
came to some "RockyBluffs" 
(presumably White Rock) a few 
miles west of the moutll of 
Grand River. Upon landing, one 
of the party was badly snake­
bitten. Whiskey was prescribed 
and freely administered. The 
man recovered but oilier 
members of the crew, to ward 
oil further trouble of this nat­
ure administered the same pre-

cautionary measure to them­
selves. The entire crew became 
quite uninterested in exploring, 
for that da at least. Then in 
1 16, when in this same vicinity, 
a parly of surve ors making 

Carroll County's first survey,, 
some how came upon a keg of 
whiskey and partook thereof: 
whether too much i immaterial 
hut a ·cording to this history's 
story, subsequent surveyors 
still have difficulty in tracing 
ut old . urveys in lht . neighbor­

li1111cl. 

l'lli al'livil~ of dubious value 
carried over into the Pro­
hibition era of tile l920's. The 
White Rock and Miami vicinities 
were never completely "dried­
up" during the era. 
That era is past history. 

Today, the community is "res­
pectable,, in every way and 
some of the counties most pro­
lific crops are raised in the 
neighborhood.

CARROLL COUNTY COURT HOUSE 
The first court in Carroll County was held at 

the home of Nathaniel Cary and later at the resi­
dence of John Standley, Sr. A court house was built 
in 1834 and was a one and a half story Jog cabin 
located on the north side of the square. The building 
had glass windows, wooden floors, two fireplaces 
and cost $273.50 to build. The building also served 
as church and school. 

In 1840 the second court house was built in the 
center of the public square. The two-story brick 
b~ilding was declared unsafe in 1865, and court was 
held in the stone jail located on the southwest cor­
ner of the square until the third building was com-

16 pleted in 1867. 
Around the turn of the century, agitation was 

begun to move the county seat from Carrollton. Bo­
gard was high on the list of contention. Bond issues 
were defeated and several small fires were set in 
the court house. Carrollton finally won the contest 
and remained the county seat. , 

:rhe resen building wa com:g e e-d ·n rn a 
th $S l ,6QQ t=ef]uired to construct and furnish the 
builOing was paia for by direct taxation over a three­
year period. During the period of construction, a 
switch and spur track were added to the "Dummy" 
line so that the sandstone could be brought from the 
Wabash Depot to the building site. The rock was 
§HaFFied at Whit Rock , and there was a regular 
stone cutting yara on tne corner of the court house 
yard. A silver-colored Statue of Justice was placed 
atop the dome on the roof. In 1942 the Statue of Jus-

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tjce and the corner cupulas were removed. 
The court house contains office space or county 

officials. Items of hi torical value plaques dedicated 
to the boys who served in World I and World II, 
D.A.R. tablet in memory of Charles Carroll, and a 
bust of General James Shields- can also be seen in­
side the stately building. 

A mineral well on the southeast corner of the 
lawn was a focal point of interest for many years . 
The 400 foot well was dug in 1912. 

The court house was the center of activitiy in 
World War I. The bell was sounded each day at noon 
in 19 I 8 to call Carrollton to prayer for the welfare 
of soldiers and the successful termination of the 
war. The body of Corporal Lewis F. Brotherton, 
who was killed in action in the Argonne, was re­
turned and placed in State in the Court House. 

World War I trophie were displayed on the 
court house lawn for . everal years. The American 
Legion and the Carrollton Chamber of Commerce 
secured five captured trophic which included a 
77rhm . gun and carri age of German make, Belgium 
gun and carriage, 150 mm Howitzer and carriage, 
250 mm Minnewerfer on wheels, and a German 
Maxim Aircraft. Two elm trees and two Norway 
maples were planted on the court house yard by the 
D.A.R. Chapter in honor of members serving in 
World War I. 

Humorous incidents have also , been a part of 
the history of the building. In 1920 ,Bob Stout drove 
an Essex Touring car containing several local resi­
dents up the east flight of stairs. Just what was ac­
complished by this feat is not known, but one must 
admit that it was different! 
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This picture of the east side of the courthouse printed from a glass 
phoatograph negative shows the old fire bell. 

The stone for the courthouse construction, which the cornerstone 
notes as 1902, was taken from White Rock Quarry.

Carroll County planners reserved the highest point 
within the 80-acre grant to the county for the court­
house. The first courthouse was built in 1834 according 
to specifications in the County Court Record filed in 
July 1834. The building was 18 by 20 feet, of hewn logs, 
1Y2 stories with either brick or stone chimney, and 
underpinned with rock and mortar. William Glaze, con­
tractor, completed the building in November 1835 at a 
cost of $273.50. The building and lot sold for $450 in 
May 1841. 

The second courthouse, a 40-foot-square, two­
story, brick building, occupied the center of the square. 
Window frames, sash and staircase were to be of wal­
nut. The floor on the east side of the first floor, for the 
judge's bench, was elevated and laid with brick, the 
remainder of the floor laid with oak plank. Woodwork 
was painted white, the doors mahogany. Specifications 
called for four interior wood columns to be painted 
marble. The clerk recorded a description of the building 
in the County Court Record. 

Work began in September 1839. The exterior was to 
be completed by November 1842; interior finishing con­
tinued into 1843. Costs are difficult to estimate. Initial­
ly, $4,000 was appropriated with subsequent amounts 
of $1,000 in 1841, and $375 for the cupola. Warrants for 
$1,728.90 were issued in December 1840; thereafter 
many orders were rescinded or altered, and piecemeal 
work progressed slowly. 

Although original plans called for a cupola, appar­
ently it was not built until citizens petitioned for con­
struction in 1855. Commissioners presented a plan for a 
cupola in August 1855 similar to the one on the semi-

nary, which had been built in 1854. The commissioners 
reported in December 1856 that the work by Thomas 
Tweedy was not completed as required by contract and 
ordered him to comply or the county would sue him.

The work seems to have dragged on , for a new 
commissioner, Joseph Troxel , wa appointed in April 
1857. Samuel Turner and S. A . Clark 's Twentieth Cen­
tury His tory of Carroll County, Missouri , 1911 , re­
ported that according to tradition , the building was 
unsafe and was razed in 1865. 

In 1867 $2 ,500 was appropriated for a new court­
house and Henry Sloan appointed commissioner. The 
contract for the two-story, brick building was given to 
Jacobs , Farris and Co. for $12 ,350. They completed 
construction in December 1867. Funds came from the 
general fund and a bond issue. An illus tration of the 
proposed building (Fig. I) indicated a larger, more elab­
orate building than the one built (Fig. 2). This building , 
razed in 1901 , was bought for $900. 

Participants in a mass meeting held early in 1901 
came to three conclusions: Carroll County needed a 
new courthouse that should not cost over $60,000 ; it 
should be financed by direct tax ; and it should be built 
in the center of the square . An illustration of an ac­
cepted design proposed by Jerome Legg accompanied 
news items related to the May 1901 election. Other 
Missouri courthouses built by Legg about this time 
include Shelby, Gasconade , St. Charles and Mississip­
pi. However, all bids exceeded the $60,000 limit , and 
Legg was dismissed. 

The court then solicited new plans and accepted the 
proposed design of Robert G. Kirsch. In December 
1901 the court accepted a bid from John Scott and Sons ,

Lancaster, for $45 ,900. Cornerstone ceremonies took 
place in June 1902, and the building that continues to 
serve as the Carroll County courthouse was completed 
in June 1904 (Fig. 3). Kirsch did similar buildings in 
Adair, 1897, and Polk and Vernon counties , 1906. 
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Carroll County has always been very proud of 

her three railroads. In the day of steam engines all 
the trains on the Wabash and Atchison-Topeka and 
Santa Fe stopped to take water. After the coming of 
the diesel, fewer and fewer trains stopped. The di e­
sel began to be used just afte r the era of highway 
construction. The truck and car began to do and are 
still doing the work that once was the work of the 
railroad . 

Every town had a stock pen, Hogs, sheep, and 
cattle were brought to them, loaded on a catt le car, 
and shipped to market. St. Louis, Kansa~ City, or 
Chicago were the markets for th is area. Carroll 
County also shipped out ca rs of apples, corn, wheat, 
st raw, etc. She had brought in car· of flour, coal, 
lum ber, furniture, fa rm implement and many other 
things. 

Now the big transport trucks with the aid of the 
smaller ones do all this work- direct from the farm 
to market or from the factory to the dealer. 

Bus es, taxies, and cars do the work of the 
passenger trains. Carrollton now ha just two or 
three passenger trains a day . 



w n l n as er ted at arrollton 
in 1916. Eas or Carrollton the line leaves the river 
bottom and passes Standish. Standish Station was 
closed August 31, 1943, because of lack of business. 

The engine house in Carrollton was removed 
August l, 1952. Since the new line was built for 
diesel service, the steam engine was replaced with 
a GP-7 diesel. The water crane was no longer needed 
and was removed March 18, 1954. The turn table was 
removed in April, 1954. 

Non-stop passenger service through the county 
wa inaugurated on the new line February I, 1953, 
with two trains in each direction daily- the Kansas 
City and American Royal vista-dome zephyrs. No. 
11 and 12 continued operation from Carrollton to 
Brookfield on three days a week. New stations were 
built in Tina and Hale and the mixed train serves 
these towns. The train also serves The Cookie Fac­
tory, Stampers, Ray-Carroll, and M. F. A. at Car-
rollton. . 

The County's heaviest hauler and mo t active 
line is the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe. This 
Kansas City-Chicago main liner shares double track

with the Norfolk and Western from the Ray-Carroll 
line east to the Norfolk and Western Junction west 
of Carrollton. Here it swings northea t on its own 
main which was double tracked in 1910 and 1911. 
The last station in the County is Bosworth. North­
east of Bo worth in the middle of tht: Grand River 
Bridge, the Santa Fe road leaves Carroll County. 

The Wabash enters the county from the west on 
track operated jointly with the Santa Fe. This agree­
ment dates from August I, 1907. The line proceeds 
east to the junction west of Carrollton. The new Wa­
bash (now Norfolk and Western) Station was com­
pleted May 24, 1956. The Norfolk and Western leaves 
Carroll County near Brunswick. The bottom-land 
railroads have suffered severly and frequently from 
flood damage; the great damage was in 1951. 

\, Company records fail to reveal when the last 
steam engines operated through "these here-abouts", 
but most folks agree that "it was round-about '53". 
Wbat with the steam engines no longer pounding the 
high iron, and water for power no longer a necessity, 
the water cranes and tanks passed along in the same 
exit with the coal burner. 

Wakenda Station closed in October, 1966; Miami 
Statior closed April 30, 1953; and DeWitt Station 
ended its service June 15, 1955. Tina, Carrollton, 
Bosworth, Norborne, and Hale Stations remain in 
operation.

By now we all realized that we needed an agriculture 

building, so in the late winter of 1971 we began to plan that 
building . This building was to be 100 feet by 60 feet. 

I was to use $12,000 of my sister's money for the bulk 
of the building. We had $2,500.00 in our savings of the 
Mu eum. Our Homes Tour gave us $4,749.00 clear. The 
building cost $24,787.73. Herman Parks and Paul Harper 
started by putting in the footing. Carrollton Street boys did 
the ditch digging. Then Menno Hostetter, John Kurtz, 
Alvin Mast and Lester Bryan did the floor; brick veneer, 
insulation and panelling of the walls. Paul Harper due to ill 
health could not work. Herman Parks started on the wiring 
but became ill and could not go on . Mr. Clarence Avery 
did the rest of the wiring. Raymond Melton again installed 
the thermostat and burglar protection. Harold Jackson 
and Bill Martin moved our water meter and got things 
ready for us to join onto the sewer. They also moved our 
gas outlet. These things were all done to avoid trouble in 
the future. 

Menno Hosteter , John Kurtz, Lester Byron and Alvin 
Mast made the glass house for our wild life of Carroll 
County. Katie and I did what we could. The Odd Fellows 
laid the corner stone June eighteenth, 1972. 

We wanted iron wheels for the light fixtures. It was so 
fine when Adolf Raasch and his wife Elsie drove up one 
day with them in the back of their truck. We were shocked 
by the death of Adolf Raasch some time afterwards. His 
wife Elsie aid he had intended to give us lots of horse 
drawn implements. 

Richard Sw eney and Bill Schiffendecker gave the gun 
case. Many more began to bring articles . So at last we 
began to fill this new room. The separator had to be 
brought in by Mr. Borcher before we put the roof on the 
building. As a result of the acquisition of all these fine gifts 
a lean-to addition wa necessary in which to store them.

One of their fir t 
ac tion was to reques t the Ca rro llton Li n Club to 
sponsor a . um mer ca rniva l to pro ide money for the 
Park fu nd a nd further improve ments. The Lio ns 
drea med up the idea o f the "PAR KESTA' - a one 
night carniv·tl with a queen contes t. They h'td the 
ev nt in August, 1947, and Mi s Sue Bailey was 
crowned a queen. Wi th the help of other organiLa­
ti n in the it , the Pa rk esta netted $21 00 . John T. 
Fin la son a nd M. C. Fe ller were co-chairma n of 
the event. . 

Th p·1rk boa rd lost a va luab le member and the 
City lo t a good fri end in August , 194 7, when John 
T. Fi nl ay on uffered a fat a l hea rt attack . He wa. 
replaced on the park poa rd by Charles Womack . 

Seve ral so ftba ll game were played that fall and 
the new pa rk wa off a nd running. Then ca me some 
ac i n from the women of the communit y. As the ir 
clubs met in the fall o f 1947, they bega n ta lk ing 
abo ut a swimm ing pool for Ca rrollton. In No ember 
of that yea r, the com munity voted the poo l bond with 
a majority of 6 to I . The Cit officia ls were D. B. 
S kene Mayor, 0 . D. Waddill Clerk , a.nd Wade Ma u­
pin City Attorne . 

In Augu: t of 1948 . anot her $2, 100 was rai ed by 
Parkes ta; and Mi G lenrose Shirle wa. crowned 
Queen. 

Abo ut thi amc ti me, members o f the va ri ou 
cl ub in a nd a r und Ca rro ll ton wer doing other 
th ing to raise mon e for the park. e era! rural 
club joine I the porjccl and o er $1 ,000 wa rai sed 
fro m ba ke sales. rumm age sa le . and the li ke. T he 
Pa rk Boa rd purc ha ed and installed playg round 
equipment wi th thi ma ne . 

T he summer of 1948 was a bu y one with very 
large crowd. att ending the so ftball ga me and man 
fami ly picnic bein g held in the park. The pa rk boa rd 
officia lly named the a rea the Ca rroll ton Recrea ti on 
Par k. The men· · oftba ll prog r.am wa orga ni zed and 
pro moted by ha rle Rutt , Will ia m Kolkmeyer, and 
Joe Erwin while the boy · progra m wa supervi ed 
by Bruce Finl ayson . 

Ca rrollton's Municipal Swimming Pool opened 
on June 12. 1949, with 357 swimmer pa rti cipati ng. 
The pa rk board employed Bruce Finl ay on, on of 
the late John T. Finlay on, to be ma nager of the 
wi mming pool and uperint endent of the pa rk . The 

summer o f 1949 al o aw men' and boy' softba ll 
tou rnament played in Carrollton along with a Hor e 
Show and Fall Festi va l. 

. The third a nd final Lions Parkesta was h Id in 
1950. Co reen Emmett wa the queen and $1 ,500 was 
donated to the pa rk fund . H . S. Lee h, George Wein­
ho ld , Chri tia n tip p. and John Donald n led the 
ac ti vit ies. 

Ea rl Do ugla,' , M. L. Roger . a nd H. W. Magee 
were rep la ed n the city pa rk boa rd by C. A. Ty­
hur t , R. E. chmidt , and D. D. Tho mas. R. E. 
Schmid t wa el ected a · sec retar -t reas urer in 1949 
a nd M. C. Fell ers as elected pre. ident in 1950. 
Bruce inlay on rep laced Cha r l e ~ Womack in 1952 
and ha ably served in th at ca acity unt il the time 
of th i. writ ing. Wit h one excepti n, the pa rk boa rd 
tha t a. serv ing in 19 l as till serving in 1968. 
R. . Schmidt, . ecreta ry, di ed in 196 1 and wa re-
placed by oui s Bowles .

. By 1953 the park opera ti ns had grown to the 
po1~t wh r ~ more ou nd method 9f fin ancing the 
vanou fun t1 n were requi red. T he board had beg-
ged, borr wed and p ibly even " tolen" at. times 
in the intere t of de ping n e cellent park . A two 
n:ii_ll park l? lev wa vo ted and approved by the 
c1t1z n . Thi tax money enabled the park board to 
opera t ~ and bud ~1 e t their funds, and has been a key 
factor in developing th cit park . 

Ha r Id "Pickle" Mc umber wa hired a park 
ar tak e ~ in 1954 and the popula r handym an has be­

come ~ fr ture to yo ung and old . The mall waterway 
that wind through th e pa rk has been officially named 
" Pi kle Creek" in hon or of Mr. Mccumber. 

In 1955 and 1956, the pa rk board bought the Fis-
he r. property and the Elliott property loca ted im­

mediately east of the park . With these additions the 
pa~k ontained aro und twenty acres. Roads ~ere 
built grass and shrubbery planted, and picnic and 
playground equipment was added. 

1956 wa the year that aw a bea utiful Little 
League Baseball fi eld constructed on a site that had 
previou I been a co rn fi eld. This excellent facility 
wa de igned b Bruce Finlayson and has come to 
be kn own as the fin e l little league field in the State. 
Many di trict , tat e, and regiona l baseball tourna­
ment have been held her . Some 200 boy , between 
the ~ge ? f 9 and 12, are kept bu y each summer 
playing Littl e Leag ue Ba eba ll on this fine field . 

Water fo r the swimming poo l and ligh t and wa­
ter t~~ou ghou t the pa rks have be n furni shed by the 
muni~tpally own d Utiliti e . Street lights have al o 
been tn tailed through ut the park roadways . Martin 
J . chmidt wa chairman of the Municipal Board at 
the time of ear l park development and wa a devoted 
park and r rea ti n boo ter. The Municipa l Utilities 
a l o very ge erou ly pa id ff the bank no te that had 
b en si0 ned by the it merchants in 1947 .

A i\1USEMENT PLACES 
PAST AND PRESENT

Th fir t place of entertainment seem to be the 

High hoot Aµditorium , where class plays were giv­
en, and th chu~che , which used the method of putting 
on pla to ra1 e money for th ir variou activiti e . 

. The fir t commercial play house, or opera house 
a rt wa a il ed then, was the Centennial Hall Build­
ing, w~ich i th pre nt First National Bank building. 
The third tory wa for scenery room and balconies. 
The date of the building wa 1876, hen e the name 

2ss " entennia l. " 
This build in wa used , not only for lo al plays 

and hows, but al o many of the high clas traveling 
tage sh ws played on its stage. It continued in u e 

until ab ut 1900, when the Wilcoxson Opera Hou e 
was built on what i. now the J. C. enney Store site. 

This continued with varied succe a a show 
house for tra veling heatrical groups, and high school 
plays, as w II as other local home talent plays in 
which ma ny of ur prominent citizens took part. One 
of the mo t noted shows that was played there was 
.. Uncle Tom' Ca ·n.'' This place of amusement and 
enter tainment ntinµed to run until it was destroyed 
by fire in la te December 191 l. The lower floors were 
occupied by various forms of mercanti businesse , 
a nd at the time of th e fire wa occupied by a billiard 
parlor and bowling alley. 

In its later years its show activitie were greatly 
curtailed by the incom ing silent movi , and even be­
fore it burned the mo ies were running every night 
except Sunday. It was a long while after the movies 
began before the staid and staunch citizens would 
consent to any competition with evening church ser­
vices, and when they finally did it was only on con­
dition they not open their doors until after church 
services were dismis ed. This continued for some 
years before the church father removed the pres­
sure from the city officials so the show could open 
any time they de ired . 

It appears that the firs t picture show wa on the 
west side of the square, ei ther where t Se rs Store 
or Evert's Tobacco Store is now. They then moved 
to a building immediately south of the pre ent show 
building . It is not clear whether this was built for the 
show or not, but apparently not , as in a very few yea rs 
the present building was built by 0 . M. Jarboe, and 
leased to hi nephew Averil Jarboe and Robert Min­
ni s, son of S m Minnis. This building has been re­
modeled many times, but has continued to operate as 
a moving picture theater under various ownerships, 
and is still going under the. ownership of a combine 
known a Commonwealth Theatres, Inc. 

At one ti me in the I 940's there were two picture 
hows in arro llton. One wa located in what is now 

the I. 0 . 0 . F. bu ilding in the pa rt o upied by Dr. 
Donaldson 0 . D. Th i was rather hort lived, bu t when 
it closed the Commonwealth Corpora tion too k a long 
term lea e on it and worild not release same, until 
the building changed ha nd and they " ere assured it 
would be leased for a long peri od of years for some 
purpose othe r than how bu ine . 

There ha ve b en other varied amusements over 
the yea rs. Foremo t f the e a re the Chautauqua , 
which came for a week each yea r with high cla s 
ente rtai nmen t, uch a John Philip Sousa 's band , 
Shake pear an play , and such peakers as Willi am 
Jennin _s Bryan , Admiral Peary, Charles E. Hughes 
and many others . The e started about 1906 and ran 
each yea r until the advent of good roads, picture 
hows and other forms of entertainment ca used the 

crowds to dwindle. This was about 1925 or I 26. 
Another kind of entertainment was the tent show, 

which ca me every year and set up for a week's stand 
on the playground of the pre ent Root School. Some 
were good, some were bad, even ob cene. However, 
the latter kind did not la t long, as enough pressure 
was brought on the authorities to close them up . 
These shows flouri shed in the 19 IO's and until World 
War I. After that they eem to be a thing of the pa t. 

Perhaps the most fanciful of all these ent rtai n­
ments wa the River Show Boat. These would show 
at Old Miami , Waverly , and ometimes, when the 
river wa right at a landi ng south of Norborne. Some­
time th y would take a cruise while the show was in

For several months past the members of the Carroll County Teacher's Asso iation , work ing 

throu~h the officers of their Association, have acquired option rights to a tract of land suitable for 
establish ing what may be the begi nning of a Recreational Arca , a Public Playground. a Park or 
what not. 

The approval of a Government Project, known as W . P. 2862 Dam o . 3. was secured on 
March I Ith, 19 7. fo r constructing a dam on this property and forming a •~a ble lake. Work has 
begun on these grounds. 

REASONS for the DEVELOPMENT of a PARK 
by 

TEACHERS of CARROLL COUNTY 
For a long time there have been attempts al dcvelopin$ a Park in this general region, but all 

attempts so far ha ve failed . So the idea of a Park is not particularly new but on l unique in that it 
is now possible for the Teachers of Ca rroll County to develop the first oun ty Park . 

There arc numerous conceptions of just what constitutes a Park . With some of these 
conceptions the mere thought of a Park being developed by the school teachers and children of 
the County perhaps may first appear ridiculous, and so to clar ify and define o ur pos11 1on for 
desiring this development we offer the fo llowing comment. 

Beyond these immediate possibil ities of developing a Rccreallonal Area there arc many 
educational possibilities attached which arc in keepi ng with the ever chang ing ed uca tional need 
of the t ime; and this project represents our first actual step in future teachi ng along those very 
broad but clea r! di scernible lines of o n crvation. Conservation, not in the narrow sense of 
preserv ing or con erving j ust some one thing, but all things-forests . soil. na tural beauty, wild 
life , and still greater than a ll these perhaps may be the conserva tion of the Spirit o f the Kingdom 
of Youth-where children may learn to love a nd appreciate the great o utdoors. work ing 111 
harmo ny to achieve a common end- taki ng and enjoying, yet leavi ng and improving; learning the 
while the truest use to which Mother Ea rth and her Children, the Elements, may be put fo r the 
best development and enjoyment of mankind . 

The materials fo r teaching the c things arc not found in books and sin c we learn the ab tract 
only by the concrete ll is highly de 1rablc that the teachers lead in developing a park as a proper 
teaching tool to convey these great messages of life to their studen ts . It is believed by those who 
have thought the project th rough and have foreseen the great potential possibilities in its 
development as a teaching device fo r conveyi ng basic instruction in ways of right living tha t the 
development of a park by t~c teachers is in acco rd with the best ideals of the teaching profe .. ion . 

With th is th ught 1n mind the Park project is now ready to be put before the members of the 
Ca rroll ounty Teacher Associa tion fo r their approva l or rcjcct1on-if approved . to discuss and 
adopt ways and mea ns of finan cing and operating the Park ; if rejected , to release the officer o f 
the A crntion from all their legal responsibilities thus far incurred in br inging the project before 
the organization . . 

Plan For Financing The Proposed Park 

crta in it is th at there arc grave responsibilities attached to the Officers of the Teacher' s 
A sociation in carrying out the mandates of the Resolut ions so far ado pted by membership of th e 
group, and certain it is that they must have more than the mere pas ive cooperation of the group 
to fin i h the o rk assigned them . It is, therefore. imperative that each member of the Association 
really do his bit to achieve thi end . 

The plans for financing are as follows: 
(I) o donatio n arc asked . 
(2) Each contributor may receive a deed to a definite allotment of land o n the tract acco rding 

to amount of his contribution . 
(3) The approximate location and prices of these allotments arc given in this Bulletin . 
(4) There is now opportunity for each school district in the County School System to acquire 

the actua l ownership of some specified tract in the park . When the schools, through the act of 
thm teachers. have had opportunity for choice, the remaining numbered I ts wi ll be offered for 
sale to organiza tions and ind ividua ls. A portion of the area to always remain open for free use by 
the general public. 

(5) The lots which a rc selected for schools may be paid for from proceeds o f ente rta inment 
given to the general publ ic or as they deem best. This may cost the teacher o nly EFFORT- NOT 

ASH . 
(6) Since teachers a rc work ing for the public, and plan to pay fo r the lots with money raised 

by some means from the genera l public, the ac tual title to property so secured by his or her effort 
ho uld be granted the chool dittrict as a gift and a heritage that future patron . pupils and 

teachers of the d is tr ict may forever hold and enjoy . Option rights a rc granted and can be 
terminated by the teacher, under terms specified, when eve r it is found 1mpo sib le to ca rry out the 
purchase. Th i en ab les the teacher to act now on his or her own j udgment witho ut the actual 
nece sity of determ ining the sen timent of the school district. 

(7) The Office r o f the ar roll ounty Teachers Associa tion ma y bo rrow money in th e name

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In 1927 the educational program in Carroll County 
began to move forward as James Earl Evans was elected 
County Superintendent of School. . The 128 rural school 
districts were carefully checked, often by horseback, and 
the curriculum was improved as the State Course of Study 
was carefully followed. A new Course of Study in Conser­
vation was authored by Mr. Evans .and adopted by the 
State Department of Education. The rural school , always a 
center of community life now became an educational 
center as well. During the second term of office, Earl saw 
to it that the number of teach ers in the rural districts 
who had college training, rose from the level of 37% to 
I 00%. His direct involvement with the students and the 
teachers made the schools an intergal part of county life. 

The State Course of Study in Conservation which Earl 
authored, and in which active pupil participation was en­
couraged , brought some 50,000 pupils into the program 
·called Missouri Nature Knights. Among these 50,000, 
three boys and one girl from Carroll County were among 
the first to receive the rank of "Squire". 
. U~derprivileged ~oungsters were a part of the way of 

life during the depression years, however, the leadership of 
Earl Evans, the cooperation of the Department of Welfare 
and Conservation Corps and Earl's own limited financial 
resources virtually eliminated the juvenile problem in 
Carroll C~unty. · 

An attempt to bring the word 'Ecology' into the 
vocabulary of the County was some 35 years too advanced 
for the people. A park was to be developed which would 
offer not only recreation but a demonstration farm and 
wildlife sanctuary for the County and especially the school 
children. Organized under the name of the Carroll County 
Teacher's Association, some 40 acres of virgin timberland 
3 miles north of Mandeville was purchased for $180.00. A 
work project was approved by the Federal Government 
under project number 2862 and men under the WPA 
program built small bridges, cleared and ditched roadways, 
cleared underbrush and constructed an earth dam to im­
pound a I 0 acre lake. Individual lots were marked off in 
the anticipation of sale to teachers and school districts first 
and the general public second. Only Earl Evans had th~ 
courage to actually construct a log cabin on his lot. 

!he ~ears of d~eaf!ling and planning appeared to be 
obtained m the ded1cat1on ceremonies held on October 3, 

1937. The dedication was held in the natural ampitheater in 
the park with the Evans cabin overlooking the stage. The 
natural slope of the land allowed the 4000 to 5000 people 
~ ssembled to view the dedication ceremonies, and with the 
assistance of the White Eagle Oil Co. and Bob McClure, its 
owner, who donated the use of the public address system, 
to hear the program. The people cheered the various 
features of the program and expressed delight with the 
various numbers as prepared and carried out under Earl's 
direction. The flag ceremonies were conducted by the 
Carrollton and Norborne Boy Scouts in cooperation with 
the Y.F.W. Pence, Lovell, England Post of Carrollton to 
open the day. Music by the Chillicothe High School Band 
and the Carrollton High School Drum Corps reverberated 
from hill and dale. A beef barbeque prepared by "Dude" 
Smith from beef donated for the · celebration highlighted 
the day . Addresses by Lloyd King, State Superintendent of 
Schools; Uel W. Lamkin, President of Northwest State 
Teachers College; and U. S. Congressman William L. 
Nelson were included in the afternoon activities. A tree 
planting which utilized soil from each of the 128 school dis­
tricts and the town di tricts for the refilling climaxed the 
ceremonies. 

All appeared well , and a news release of the day 
stated: "The dedication of the new ·park to the public by 
the teachers should be interesting. It seems that Carroll 
County will at last have a Park. Many will remember on 
several occasions that a Park for Carroll County was 
rumored and talked, but at last the Teacher's Association 
of the County buys a tract of worth less timber , makes a 
lake, and improves it and then gives it to us, the Public, 
without obligation. This is pretty good! They have ac­
complished what many have attempted but failed. And so, 
I say, 'Hat's off to the Teachers'. 

The Park was not destined to be. At the end of Earl's 
third term and his defeat as County Superintendent of 
Schools, the Park Program was also defeated. The money 
from his own pocket, his courage and leadership, and the 
enthusiasm which led the teachers of the county for 12 
years were no longer ava ilable. Interest waned and the sale 
of the land at the Court House door to individuals who 
hoped to make personal gain ended the first attempt in 
Missouri to establish a Natural Wildlife Area and Ecology 
Center for the public.

An eight -roo m 
brick house which was located on the property was 
enl a rged, a nd the State School for Ill-trea ted and 
Homeless Children was established by the Eleemos­
ynary Department of the State of Mi sso uri . 

Many of the orphans were adopted by loca l 
resident s and some of the chi ldren were r laced in 
foster homes in the county. The children received 
their edu ca tion in the loca l schoo ls.

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LIBRARIES IN CARROLL COUNTY SINCE 191 O 
During the l 920's and l 930's, the "traveling 

libraries" sent from Jefferson City by the Missouri 
Library Commission were the principal source of 
free library material in the rural areas of the 
State and also the small towns. Twenty-five or more 
books were sent to a school or organization for a 
stated period and the receiver paid the costs of 
transportation. The books were then circulated in 
the community.

The Au Courant Litera ry Club of Norborne had 
as its object "to ultimately establish a public li­
brary". Miss Madonna Wright was the fir t presi­
dent of the club. In June, 1932, a library was opened 
and Miss Madonna Wright and Miss Perlina Amery 
served as librarians. The library was open only on 
Saturday evenings. 

In August, 1937, the club asked the City Council 
to assume the bills for rent, gas, and lights. A city 
tax of one mill was voted in April, 1940, for the 
housing and maintenance of the library. The tax was 
raised to 11/2 mills in 1960. The library wa iv n 
er n · i N rborne City Hall in 1941. 
iss tsie aa as librarian from 1939 to 1957, 

and Mrs. Frances King was appointed in 1957. 
The Carrollton Chamber of Commerc fostered 

the li brary spirit in the I 920's and I 930~s . The 
Forum Clu organized in 1938 with Mrs. J . W. 
Miles as President, adopted as the principal ob­
jective of the club "to find ways and means for the 
beginning of a public library." The Carrollton Li­
brary was housed temporarily in the new City Hall. 
Members of the Forum Club took turns working as 
librarian when the library opened in September, 
1939. In du.e time, the City Council became the 
sponsoring body; and the library board was organ­
ized with Mayor Harold Austin as President. The 
Federal Government gave financial aid and super­
vision. 

The collection of books was moved to the build­
ing now occupied by the Republican Record Office, 
and Mrs. Roy Baker was appointed librarian. In 
1942 the Library was moved to the basement of the 
Florence Hotel and in December, 1943, the Library 
moved to the basement of the City Hall. 

July 29, 1952, the voters of Carrollton approved 
a 2-mill tax levy for library purposes. 1/2 mill of 
tax money had supported the Library since 1944. 

The book collection grew by leaps and bounds 
and the public use of books increased in proportion . 
The space in the City Hall basement was filled, and 
the need for a well-lighted library was readily ap­
parent. September 14, 1955, Carrollton voters pas­
sed a $60,000 bond issue for construction of a new 
building. T b · · n was completed in 1958 
total cost or 70', . h uilding Is at the junction 
of West Washington and South Locust Streets and 
was opened for business September 12, 1958. Mrs. 
Baker, Chief Librarian, retired in 1960. 

A library is never finished ; it is always in the 
process of growth. So Carrollton and Norborne 
Public Libraries continue to grow.

The Missionary Baptist church was organi zed October 
25, 1870, by five men and si x women who had brought 
letters of dismissal from their churches. Th Articles 
of Faith, known as the "New Hampshire Confes ion of 
Faith", were adopted by this group. Worship services 
were held in a two story frame uilding on th site of 
the present church, until 1905, when it was moved across 
the street, north, and the present building was erected.

which to worship , so the L utheran church m embers offer ed 
the use of their new building. Mr. and Mrs. John Deitrich 
gave this new group tll 0 l::i.nd on whi<"h they could huild, 
and the first c llurch home was er ec ted in 1872 at a cost 
of $2, 500, and was dedicat ed in the fall of 1873 by B ishop 
E. M. Marvin. 

During the early years, the loyal m embers gave their 
tim e and money freely to the progress of the church. 
There were m any enthusiastic revivals where standing 
room was at a pr em ium :-ind the spirited f ervor of the 
congregation was hi gh. Until the early part of the twentieth 
century, the Norborne church was part of a circuit, 
with the local minister giving one or two Sundays, as 
needed, to outlying churches which were members of the 
circuit. These included Miles Point, Thompson's Chapel, 
Lebanon and the Wakenda churches. 

A t times i t was hard to raise the budget, even though 
th e pastor's sal ary was only $700 per year , but the 
untiring efforts of Mrs. J.M. Goodri ch, by way of litera­
ture and word of mouth, to encourage tithing, ap bore 
fruit, Not many actually tithed, however, it eventually 
became a very liberal church, and by 1900, the congrega­
tion had grown until they felt they should have a permanent

When the first church was built, the parsonage was 
a frame house whi ch stood where the annex now stands, 
but ln 18!1S , it was compl etely des troyed hy fire. A five , 
room house was moved to thi s lot, r emodel ed and repaired, 
and r emained the Methodist parsonage until 1922, when 
the church bought the r esidence at 312 E. Second st. The 
original house has since been used as an annex to the 
church for Sunday School rooms and church activities. 
The house on East Second r emained the parsonage until 
l!'lfi2, when the need for a more modern home for the 
minister and his family beca me more and more obvious. 
The house was sold and the form er home of Mrs. Doretta 
Hannsz on South Walnut was purchased as a new home 
for the pastors. 

1939 marked the anniversary of the Methodist Episco­
pal Church and the Methodist Episcopal Church South, 
and since that time, the word "South" has been dropped. 
Thi s union entailed very little change, but it did require 
the organi7.ation of the Woman's Society of Christian 
Servi ce , whi ch r eaches into every department of a woman's 
life in the church. The present minister is Rev. Lawrence 
Streiff.

T h fi r s t Ca tholic Pa r i h to b organi z d in Norborne 
was in Oc tober, 187R . TltP ori gin a l 111 c ml>e r s wer e: .Ja m0.s 
C l a ry, II. II. Frnnk en, Sr., .John l\lc/\uliff, G •orgc s ·lllf­
fr rdecker, P atri k and J ohn Duane , D nnis O' Conne ll and 
Joseph Lilly. The church they built was constructed of 
brick at a cos t of four thousand dollars . Mass had been 
celebrated, howeve r, at a l ittl e frame church on the grounds 
of the Catholic cemete r y in 1871, by a priest who travell ed 
from Lexington. Hi s tory a lso states , that Mass was offered 
in the railroad section house in 1868, and was the first 
religious service in the town of Norborne. Before 1868 
Mass was celebrated several times a year at Jones 
Tavern. It was a pretensious colonial mansion, a stage­
c oach stop, where horses were changed and travelers could 
buy a meal or stay overnight. Mr. Jones owned extensive 
farmland on both sides of Moss creek and included land 
late r owned by John Sheehan, R . N. Dean, Will and T. B. 
Ada ms and Joe Feche r. G orge Jones , an unc le of Mrs. 
James Cleary, Sr., donated the ground for the cemet ery. 
Mr. and Mrs. Joe Fecher donat ed an additional two acres 
of ground to enlarge the cemetery in 1963, and the first 
grave in this new plot is that of Mr. Fe h r, who died in 
1964.

In 1929 , the Sacred Il ea rt Pari sh HaJl was built, and 
wa s the ente r of many civic a tivities , inc luding many 
IJasketb.all games in the 19 30' s. All the labor of building 
the hall was donated by the parish, with c . F . Hofmann and 
Mr. Petree as overseers. 

Since 1944, many improvements have been made to 
the churc h, hall and residence, including renovations 
inside and out to the church, new organ, Angelus bells 
donated by Patrick Kellett, Mrs. Mary B. Weisz and living 
members of the August Hofmann family, Baptismal font 
as a Franken Memorial, new stations of the C ross in 
memory of the parents of the Schreine r fa mily, a metal 
la l>c rnach •, dona ll'd hy Mrs . Am •liaS hiffercl •ck r , was in ­
-tailed ins icl l tit la iH.: n ac h · I uilt hy Mr . Pl'lr in 1895. 
The ha ll was completely remode led with parish labor, under 
th di r tions of William W g ng, William Dackes and 
\\"illiam W isz.
